POWDERLY’S STRENGTH.

The Republicans have scored a decided
success in inducing T. V. Powderly, the
late General Master Workman of the
Kuights of Labor, to take the field as one
of their speakers. No living maun has so
firm a bhold on the aftections of the work-
fngmen, no other is so thoroughly respect-
ed and implicitly trusted by them. The
Demoeratic managers are fully alive to
their danger from Mr. Powderly, and are
making the most desperate efforts to neu-
trrajze the effect of his addresses. In
New York, Cleveland and Chicago organ-
ized bands of roughs were sent to his
meetings -to prevent him from getting a
hearing. Kvidently it was thelr hope to
create the impression. that .the old-time
Knights of Labor and the members of 1a-
bor organizations disapproved of and re-
scnted Mr. Powderly’s appearance on a
Republican platform. The trick twas not
successful, however,.

the New York meeting to Interrupt and
hiss Mr. Powderly were either not well
instructed or not well led., They began
thelr hissing and cat-calling before 5
Powderly appeared. They hissed and hoot-
ed the temporary and permanent chalrman
and even matched the volumes of thelr
voices against the band. . Before Mr. Pow-
derly stepped on the platform the hired
hoodlums had thoroughly exposed  the’r
game and their character. His speech was
a masterly one, and fairly captured the
meeting. Refore he had spoken flve min-
utes he had completely silenced the op‘ao-
sition. At Cleveland and. Chicago similar
tactics were resorted to, but failed even
more signally.
CHICAGO THE STORM CENTRE.

Poth parties realize that Chicago is the
storm cefitre of the campalgn, and ‘both_are
doing their principal work from here. From
here the mails and express cars are loaded
with literature, and from here speakers
are sent In every direction. The middle
West is felt by all to be the battle ground
on which the contest will be decided.
Speaking of campaign literature, the free
silver people are certainly resorting to tac-
ties which cause one to doubt that they
themselves have much faith in the potency
of their own arguments. Three distinct
cases of forgery have been brought home
to them, and one case of garbling, which
i3 morally on the same plane. First came
the publicatioh of an article purportlng to
be taken from The London Financial News
of March 10, under the caption “‘Grip of
Gold.” Twice The Financial News has
denied editorially that the article ever
appeared in its columns, and the Republi-
can Committee have published the fac-
simile of a letter from the editer also
denying its authenticity. Next a pretend-
ed extract from a speech of Rt. Hon Will-
iam ILdidderdale, a, former Governor of tne
Bank of Englahd, was published and sent
broadeast. Thid extract represented Mr.
Lidderdale as saying that the free coinage
of silver would give the United States ab-
solute control of the trade of India, China,
and Japan, and' that unless England should
follow sult she would, within slx montns,
cease to be a factor in the commercial
world. A letter from Mr. Nairne, deputy
chief cashier of the bank. authorized by
Mr. Lidderdale, is now published, positive-
ly denying that any such speech was made.
ANOTHER FORGERY.

Following this came the publication from
Democratic Headquarters of a pretended

extract from the report of the British Gold ,

and Silver Commission, which never ap-
peared In that report. The last exploit of
this kind was the publication of a dishon-
estly garbled letter from Prince Bismarck.
The proving of these things to be forgeries
does not, however, deter the Democratic
Committee from ecirculating them, Mr.
Jryan continuing to repeat them unblush-
ingly In his speeches, and actually keeping
the forged editorinl from The Financial
News standing on the editorial page of his

paper.
RESULT IN DOUBT.

As I have sald, it is utterly impossible to
predict with anything like certainty the
result of a campaign in which there are so
many elements of uncertainty. Were It
not for the intérjection of the free silver
issue, the result would never have been
in doubt, as the Democracy could net have
counted on any State north of Mason and
Dixon’s line, while North Carolina, Ala-
bama and perhaps Georgia would have been
doubtful. As it 1s, everything will depend
upon the strength of the siiver sentiment
among the farmers and workingmen. If
the present very evident reaction ngainst
silver continues and the tariff continues to
command Increasing attention, MeKinley
will be elected by an overwhelmiig ma-
jority. On the contrary, If the anti-silver
tide now running be stayed and the Demo-
crats succeed in inflaming class jealousy
fém]thntred.
