From 2 o'clock until 6 yesterday after-
poon the Board of Control sat as an ap-
1 court to listen to protests agalnst their
own unsparing manipulation of the draft
estimates. The meeting gréw exceedingly
warm towards the end, when the parks
appropriations wery being voted on. All
Leslie incurred Ald. Burns' scnsure for
his proneness to liberality, and a sharp
tiit between the twaln ensued across the
table. Ald. Hubbard did not mince words
ir. his condemmation of the alleged extra-
vagance in the Parks Department. In
this he crossed swords with Chairman
Score and with the Park Commissioner,
The parks representatives went away
with $350 less granted them than they hal
when they came. But $500 was added for
sewags disposal experiments to the Board
of Works, and $500 was made In grants.
8o that, after much wrangling, only a
meagre $650 extra was wrenched yesterday
from' the Controllers. No further meeting
will be held on the estimates till the middle
of next week,
Appeal for Dispensary Grant.
“Ladies first” was the order followed,
and Dr. W. B. Aikins introduced three
ladics, who added a charm to the welght
of his appeal for a grant towards the To-
rontp Dispensary, Simcoe-street. Last year
the grant had been cut off, and, while $1500
was spent, only $800 was raised, by charg-

Ing a nonilnal S¢ fee to patlents. * Con-

troller Hubbard favored a small grant, since H

tLere was no other hospital within a mile,
and the Mayor sent the appellants away
bidding them be hopeful. At His Worship's
suggestion, $400 was subsequently voted.
Clerical Financiers.

Revs. A. J. Broughall and John Glllespie
voleed the tale of woe for the House of
Industry. They asked for $15,100 this year,
whereas last year they got along with §12,-
000. They had already recelved an interim
grant this year of $10,000, but had over-
drawn already $2000. To meet this anl
othen expenses up to December they re-

quired $5100. The estimates only provided

for $12,000, inclusive of the Interim grant,

They were doled out promises.
For Study of the Heavens.

Terrestrizl organizations gave place to a
cousideration of bodies celestial. Mr. Ar-
thur Harvey buttressed an appeal for a
grant to the Toronto Astronomical So-
clety. by promising to set aside one or
two evenings per wegk to allow school
children the free use of the telescopes
wherewith to scan the heavens. Mr, Joan
A. Paterson spoke enthusiastically of sow-
ing the seeds for an observatory and of

" cultivating a love of astronomy. A grast
of $100, was made before the Board ad-
journed.

High School Board.

Next came members of the High School
Noard, smarting from a cut of §15,000.
Dr. Ferguson pointed out that some £6250
in thelr estimate might be turned to de-
benture debt, being for permanent im-
provements, and a vote forced upon the
people, Last year the Board got $32,027;
this year they ask $50,012. Ald. Hubbard
refused to be sympathetic with the Board,
claiming that they had misrepresented the
feeling of Council in lowering the fees and
thereby losing about $7200 revenue. Dr,
Ferguson argued that a falrer comparison
would be ‘between the revenue from fecs
fn 1806 and In 1808 It was $20,750] in
1806, and about $11,000 was expected in
1508, So that $10,000 was actunally being
icst by the reduction in fees, taking imto
account falling off in attendance. This
they admitted to be a mistake, but blam-
ed the reduction on the members who we™e
not present {o speak for themselves.

Thé Controllers, on the other haud, elaim-
ed they were giving from $1000 to $3000
more than was granted last year. Dr.
Ferguson manipulated figures to prove that
§29,000 was essential to pay off an oyer-
draft of $3165, and pay their way till the
end of 1808. This was exclusive of the
$C250 asked to be debentured. The larger
requirement was partly due to a $14C0
raise in salaries by sliding s&cale. Ald,
Purns. considered this raise, in view of the
slashing of fees, unjustifiable, Ald. Burns
declined to force the people to pay for a
higher education, and Trustee J. N, Me-
Kendry claimed that workingmen wanted
to edocate their children as much and as
cheaply as more favored sclons. The
Mayor kicked about the ralse in salaries
and Ald. Burns about the idea of issuing
debentures for so small a sum as $6250.
The deputation must prepare a statemrent
by- to-day, In which they will demonstrate
how, if they are cut down to $35,000, they
can overdraw and next year raise the fees
to pay off tlie overdraft.

Public Sehool Board Silent.

A sigh of rellef followed when nobody re-
sponded to the eall for the Public School
Eeard, and the Mayor remarked: “We'll
have to slash them some more. They
scem to stand it all right.””

In
this matter Commissioner Chambers In-
curred an attack from Ald, Hubbard for
alleged extravagance and fallure to keep
an eye on the men under him., It was
@n easy thing. he sald, to bring up swollen
estimates with things so loosely managed.
An extra cut of $400 . was ma in the
grant to Riverdale Park, leaving it §200.

Ground had.been lost and Ald. Burns and
Hubbard strove to retrieve it by making a
further cut of $1000 in the $4000 left for
High Park. The Commissioner urged that
half the amount asked for had already
been spent by his committee. Ald. Hub-
bard, in heated fashion, called wthis a
crooked way of doing business, and Chalr-
x?nn Score objected to the expression
“crooked,” as being ungentlemanly,and the
Mayor patched it up by defining Ald. Hub-
bard’'s implied meaning satisfactorily.

“How would you spent $4000 in High
Park?’ was asked, and when the Park
Commissioner replied, “In sodding and
grading,” Ald. Burns contended that this
work would destroy the rusticity which
gave the Park 4ts charm. A compromise
was effected by making the grant $3500.

Views as to the Rate,

Everybddy was excited, and the Mayor
propesed a few minuges’ respite to allow
everybody to cool off. Ald. Score's
pertinacity In asking for heavy park ap-
propriations led Ald. Burns to ask what
he considesed the rate ought to be. Busl-
ness men, claimed Ald. Score, ‘wanted to
see necessary works carried on, regardiess
of rate.
