IEW FACTORES” 7
MY S DispITES

New Zealand Law Will Be Hard to
Carry Into Effect—Can’t
Decide Overtime.

Wellington, Jan. 2.—The new factories
act proves rather difficult to carry out.
Former factories acts, while taking charge
of the sanitation and guarding machinery
in all factories omly interfered with the
working hours and wages of women and
boys. The new act fixes a forty-eight-hour
week for men also, with a minimum rate
for overtime, ana how the matter is to
be kept in hand it is difficult to say so
far as Inspection goes.

The rule used to be that before overtime
could be worked by the women and hoys
an inspector had to give written permis-
sion, and the permit was hung up in the
workroom, so a check on the number of
bours worked was thus created. The over-
time of menm canmot be treated ‘n this
way, as in the rural districts the work-
Ing places are often many miies away
from an Inspector, so that trust will have
to be placed in the employers’ overtime
books, dnd many a squabblé iiere L
be over them.

Move for State Ownership,

The parliamentary session has jusi closed.
There were few measures of gemeral in-
terest passed, except the state coal mines
act, which allows thd4 government to
acquire and work coai: m'nes, and thus
enter into competitioi with private enter-
prise. It Is saild to be a step toward
the nationalization of steamship '‘nes, and
so takes New Zedland one more move 1o-
ward being the “‘awful example”’ of state
socialism. .

There has been some little excitement
here lately on the subject of tbe best
practical way of rating city properties.
Hitherto rates have been paid on the as-
sessed value of the property—that is, upon
the value of the land and building there-
on. An act was passed by the govern-
ment some little time ago whereby a
municipality by a majority vote of Its
ratepayers could adopt ‘“rating on unim-
proved values''—that is to say, tbat build-
ings escape and only land is taxed.

Rich People Escape,

The advocates of the measure say that
this is the fairest way, as otherwise rich
people buy lots for speculative purposes
and let them lie idle on purpose to gain
the “‘unearned increment’” arising from the
increased values of lands around them,
fmproved by other people’s outlay. Again,
they urge that the present rating is a
tax on improvemecnis, and as scon as a
man builds a room ar veranda on his house
which heips Improve the city his rates are
raised.

The opponents of the new rating say
that under this system the costly build-
ings on one section owred by a rich man
pay no more than those on the lot beside
it used by a cottager for his small house
and garden: that It will squeeze out all
gardens and open spaces and make the
“skysecraper’” a necessity. At all events,
the City of Weliington has adopted the
new principle for good or ill.

B:lgians Hand Over Refractory Na-
tives for the Express Purpose
of Being Eaten

London, Jan. 2.—Capt. Guy Burrows, who
has just retired from the employ of tne
Congo Free State government after six
years' service, declared in an interview
to-day that the conditions prevailing in
the Congo Free State were a disgrace to
civilization and far worse than ever hetore,
He pictured atrocities of the most horrible
character perpetrated on the natives by
officials and whites who had concessions of
rubber lands.

As a typigal case of the means employed
by the Free)State government, Capt. Bur-
rows corrohorated the statement of an Am-
erican missionary, to the effect that the
officials employed 500 cannibals, to whom
they issued rifles, to “‘massacre and capture
unarmed natives, who had rebelled against
their brutal methods.”

“I have sworn testimony,’” said Mr. Bur-
rows, “‘of the Belgians handing over natives

of being eaten. Forced labor prevails every-
where, and snotgun vule . is the truest
description of the presemt administration,
