A strong mo-
tive necessarily inspired such a reck-
less disbursement of cash, and the go-
betweens were evidently in the confi-
dence of persons higher in authority.
WHERE THE SHOE RUBS,

Neither Captain Sullivan, his son
Frank nor D. A, Jones, has money
to squander in such a cause. They
explained that Provincial Secretary
Stratton was behind them, It was Mr.
Stratton’s organization which was to
profit by the bribery. That there was
un organized effort directing the man-
agement of Mr., Gamey cannot be. dis-
puted, The plot unfoids too readily to
nave developed by mere chance. He
defeated the Liberal, Mr. Fraser, and
Mr. McMillan (Socialist) by 340 and 100
respectively in May, last year. The
returns were held back until the middle
of the Ifollowing mouth. Apparently
this constitutes the first chapter in the
plan to deprive the Manitoulin riding
of its Conservative choice. 1f it was
intended to juggle the returns, the plan
was abandoned later as less practicable
than outright bribing of the successful
candidate,

It was Aug. 7, three weeks after the
returns were published, that Captain
Sullivan “happened’* to meet him in
the lunch-room at Allandale. The in-
ference is inevitable, that it was by de-
sign, for the warning is instantly con-
veyed that “they have strong evidence
against you up there.”

PAVING THE WAY,

Thus is the way being paved for bribe
to be offered. ‘lhe fieal wpuld be
easier to consummate if the intended
vietim imagined that he was to be put
to the expense of a contest coupled with
the vag intimation that the opposi-
tion possessed evidence to warrant his
overthrow. Captain Sullivan grew con-
fidential and said the new member
would be disqualified, “and if I were
you I should resign.”” The mission of
M, - Sullivan is no longer concealed,
but Mr. Gamey says at this stage of
the proceedings he did not suspect the
real import of the meeting—thought,per-
haps, it was an accident. Coming on
to “Toronto {from Allandale, he met
Frank Sullivan at the Walker House,
who, like his father the day before,
had just “happened”’ to meet him.
Frank was less guarded, and evident-
1y ‘reossured by his father's suggestion
as to what had previously passed as a
‘“feeler,” boldly approached the cash
consideration. This was the third act
in the neat little real life drama which
was destined to reach such a startling
climax in the House eight months later.
WORKED WITH CAUTION,

That so much time was consumed,
as well as money, indicates the ramii-
cations of the carefully concealed plot.
 As propositions were made by tha men
with the boodle, their success had to be
reported along up the line until it
reached those in control of the scheme.
Frank Sullivan, at this interview, nam-
ed $5000 as the amount Gamey could
certainly have for selling out, and there

Had the men |
he had been talking with about turn- |
ing over to the government made |
their report higher up? 1If this was not
the cause of the change in that direc~ |
tion what was? These are queries
that recur at every ster in the long
journey over which the member from
Manitoulin carried the conspirators.

After meeting the “prominent Liber=
al lawyer,” the same night .Fl'ank
Sullivan “happened” around again and
confidentially announced that they !
would go half on all they could get—
in the language of the grafter, Frank |
was “cutting the money bothk ways.” |
At this point D. A. Jones of Beeton |
approached Gamey and openly declar- |
ed that the government was anxious
to secure evidence for the trial of |
Smyth and Miscampbell, Apparently
the conspirators imagined by this time
that the Conservative member fully be=
longed to them, and that he could be!
trusted with state secrets. From this
time the plot thickemed rapidly. The
game played-itself, only requiring the
steady nerve of the chief factor.
SULLIVAN'S MIDNIGHT WORK.

At midnight Aug. 21 Captain Sulli-
van appeared at the farm residence of
Mr. Gamey. He was anxious to se-
cure documents which he might present
to the government officials showing
conclusively that the member would |
act with the Liberals, It apparently
dawned upon €omeone in authority at
this time that in spite of the promises
of Mr. Gamey they had no positive
evidence that he would support the
government. Hence the haste with
which’ Captain Sullivan is sent to Lim
at midnight. “I want the dvcu~
ments to show to the Ministers,” !
fullivan saidi Five days fater he
went to the Walker House and met |
Captain Sullivan and Frank, and c¢n
this occasion the document that is
destined to play quite a part in the
aftermath was drawn  up and
signed by Frank sullivan.
