The Law Society of Upper Canada ! 
is probably the oldest and closest pri- j 
vate corporation in Ontario, 
grounds on which Osgocde Hall stands] 
were originally owned by Sir John 
Beverley Robinson, Chief Justice of the ]
Queen's Bench, from whom in 1820 the 
Law Society purchased the six acres, 
now enclosed by the iron fence and I 
brick walls. About 1830, the building 
of the east wing was commenced, and 
the other portions have been 
from time to time.

In July, 1874, the Law Society passed 
a deed of surrender to the Crown, of 
that part of the property, extending on 
the north from the line of the west­
erly side of the east wing to the south­
ern edge of the driveway between the 
easterly and westerly gates and run­
ning to the west gate, then to the north 
corner of the grounds, and east to the 
point of beginning.
Chestnut and Queen-street, therefore, 
open on private property, but the Uni­
versity-avenue gate admits people to 
the grounds of the Ontario government.

The reason for the placing of the 
signs is on account of the large num­
ber of girls that made a practice of 
passing thru the grounds and destroy­
ing the flowers and shrubs.
