1000 DERVISHES KILLED
IN A SOMALILAND FIGHT

Three Thousand Brltons Put
5000 of the Entrenched
Enemy to Rout

WITH 11 SLAIN AND 32 WOUNDED

London, Jan. 11.—A despatch to The
Times from Aden, Arabia, says:

An engagement in Somallland
between a British force and the
forces of the Mad Mullah Has
resulted in a severe  defeat of
the latter, who lost one thousand
men killed. The British had two
officers killed and nine officers
severely wounded.

The War Office to-night gave oud
the following despatch, which had been
received from' Major-General Egeu-toyn.‘ i
commanding the Somaliland expedi«
tionary force, and which is dated frons
Jidballi, Somaliland, Jan. 11.

“Advanced this merning 11
miles to Jidballi. First bri-
gade commanded by Manning,
second brigade under Faskin,
and mounted troops under Ken=
na. ‘Total strength of the regu-
jars 2200, irregulars 1000. Jid-
balli held by 5000 ' Dervishes.
Mounted troops enveloped
enemy’s right and infantry ad-
vanced within seven hundred
vards of his position, Der:
vishes advanced, but were un-
able to face frontal fire, coupled
with flank attack. Enemy broke
and fled and was pursued 10
miles.  Dervishes killed esti-
mated at 1000, mostly in the
pursuit.
