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AT APPOINTMENT

Local G. W. V. A. Declares
Returned Men Passed Up for
“Civilian Postmaster.

LT.-COL. COLES ELECTED
Unanimously Made Head of

" Branch Again by
Acclamation.

Strong protests were made against
thé “action " of  the "'Government in ap-
pointing a civilian to the position of
postmaster of the East London post-

office at a largely-attended meeting of

the Great War Vererans’ Association
last night. A resoiution embodying
these protests will be at once forwarded
to Major Hume Cronyn, M.P., and the
civil service commission.

As a result of the nominations for
the annual election of officers, Lieut.~
Col. W. G. Coles was unanimously
elected to head the association for the
coming year. 'Other officers who re-
ceived another term by acclamation
were First Vice-President Ball, Treas-
urer Ingram, Secretary Cunliffe, Ser-
geant-at-Arms Graham and Auditors
Ivey and Muxworthy.

The members did not beat around the
bush in expressing their feelings con-
cerning the action of the powers that
be in Ignoring the returned soldiers
when the appointment of a postmaster
was being made.

“It is time that something was done **
declared one member of the associa-
tion, ‘‘when, in spite of the fact that
according to the order-in-council and
the pledges of the present Government,
returned men are entitled to the pref-
erence for appointments in the public
service, they are given the ‘go-by’ in
this and similar cases.

Unlonists No Better,

‘“The pledges of politicians are seldom
to be relied upon, and the present Gov-
ernment, though expected to be differ-
ent, is apparently not any better in
this regard.”

“Returned men not wish to mon-
opolize all the apgointments,”’ declared
another veteran, ‘but they wish to have
the preference if they have a man who
is capable of filling the particular posi-
tion in question. If they have not such
a man, they are willing to pass it up.
In cases of doubt, they ask a fair trial,
so that if a man appointed temporarily
is not satisfactory, they nor anyone
else would reasonably expect the Gov-
ernment to retain him in the position.

“The Government has simply broken
its word in this case, and it should not
be allowed to pass unnoticed.”

Others spoke along similar lines, de-
manding that some strong action be
taken to réemind the Government of its
pledges. As a result,

of protest be drawn up and forwarded
to the secretary of the civil service
commission ‘and to Major Hume
Cronyn, M.P. A special committee was
chosen to look after the wording of the
resolution, composed of President
Coles, Treasurer ~Ingram, Secretary
Cunliffe and- Comrade Aiken.
Restrict Enemy Aliens.

The -question ‘of the failure of the
Government to take any action with
regard to restrictions on enemy aliens
will be pushed to the limit at the Do-
minion convention of Great War Vet-
erans, which takes place in Toronto on
July 29, if the local delegates follow the
instructions given them at last night's

-4 meeting.

“Push it as far as you can,” was the
trend o fthe resolution instructing them
how to deal with it there.

Local members were also decided in
their wiews that no discrimination
should be shown between drafted men
and volunteers as far as membership in
the association was concerned. The
whole question of the rights and privi-
leges of associate members is to be
threshed out at the Dominion conven-
tion, and in the meantime a referendum
on several phases of the question is
being taken among the individual mem-
bers, the result of which is to be for-
warded to the headquarters of the
association.

No “Y' Discussion Yet.

On resolution it was decided not to
discuss the Y. M. C. A. question here
until the case was dealt with at the
Dominion convention.. [t was the opin-
ion of President Coles and other mem-
bers that that was the proper place
for its discussion.

Preceding the nomination of officers,
Comrade Warburton was chosen tem-
porary chairman. The executive com-
mittee was re-elected as it stood, with
one exception, the name of Lieut. War-
burton being added, and now consists
of Comrades Ryder, Bates, Bullen, Lee,
Ashley, Dawe, Murphy, Maguire and
‘Warburton.

Five nominations for the office of
second vice-president were received,
and they will be balloted on at the next
meeting. The house and entertainment
committee and the investigating com-
mittee will also be chosen at the next
meeting from ‘those nominated last
night,

President Coles, Treasurer Ingram,
Secretary Cunliffe and Comrade Aiken
were chosen delegates to the Dominion
convention, and Comrades Warburton,
Bullen and Capewell were named sub-
stitutes.

The sick and visiting committee was
re-elected, consisting of Comrades
Bates, Murphy and Maguire. Their
work was highly praised by the mem-

tions with the amusement business of a
neighboring village, it recalls the black-
mailing of New York haunts of vice by
the police of that city.

And there remains but one decent
thing for law-abiding citizens to do.
That is, to demand prompt return of the
money accompanied by a suitable apol-

gYy.

The immorality might have passed
unnoticed had the clever scheme met
with prompt success. But the comedy
becomes irresistible when, after weeks
of threatening and blustering, the vil-
lain lets go his hold and accepts $200
instead of the $500 first demanded.

The victor Amusement Company,
located at Byron, pays high taxes to
that village and to the Township of
Westminster. And if London is allowed
to illegally tax that business, the city’'s
logical procedure will be to hold up the
Byron tavern and the grocers of the
village "and make them pay London
taxes. We have quite as much right to
tax all businesses in Byron as any one
of them.

Having nd legal grounds for taxing
the Victor Company, we seek to squeeze
them under pretext of a business ar-
rangement. Now a business arrange-
ment demands a consideration, that is
to say, a value must be given adequate
to the one taken. And we demanded
$500 this year for precisely the same
consideration that we granted for. $1
when the Victor Company was iinduced
to invest capital in its present location.
For it was then recognized that this
concern ought not to be made to pay
to entitle citizens to use their own
property. Manager Buchanan insists
that $100 was paid for ‘the first year,
but the Victor Company claim to hold
documentary proof that they paid
only $1.

Obviously the city is a long way from
the moral business standard of ‘‘one
price for all” when it tries to get $500,
then suggests $250, and then §200 for
one and the same consideration, er, as
a matter of fact, without handing over
any tangible consideration.

“Let’'s hold ’em up for all they’ll
stand’” is a principle that will not meet
with general approval in London, espe-
cially when applied to make a private
concern pay to entitls citizens to use
their own right-of-way. s
