Always he maintains
that trueée religion is positive rather
than negative in its results. Years
ago he. showed his peoplé that, pro-
perly umrrderstood, the historical meth-
od of interpreting scripturé is not de-
structive, but constructive; not dan-
gerous, but Hfe-giving. A true pro-
phet, hé extols the benefits of British
citizenship and the high place the Brit-
ish.
