THE SHELLS HOMEgiven a taste of rifle fire again, and the 
major’s horse was shot under Mm, but 
his groom handed over Ms to the major 
and jumped aboard the rear tool cart.

“We had gone about a thousand yards 
further when a shell burst near by and 
kiled one of the horses on the tool cart 
behind mine, but there was so much 
noise that we knew nothing about it 
till our sergeant rode up, and told us 
They soon cut the other three horses 
loose from the car and got under way 
again. Then we got mixed up with an 
ammunition column and had not gone 
far when we were held up for a few 
minutes on account of a wheel coming 
off a Umber cart just ahead of us. The 
next excitement was the driver of the 
centre lead team a few yards ahead of 
us being shot from his horse by'a bit 
of shell. But he was only one of a great 
many that got it» on that road, for the 
ditches were fairly lined on both sides 
with dead horses and men. We had it 
a Bit quieter then tiU we got into the 
city of Ypres, where the sheUing seed­
ed to keep up incessantly, and such a 
wreck of a place' you could not Imag­
ine. Dead horses and men on all sides 
amid the debris of wrecked buUdings. 
BeUeve me, we did not pause long there, 
but got out on the main road to Clem- 
entlnge, arriving at that place about 1 
a. m. on the 28rd, where vA unhitched, 
picketed our horses and-laid down for 

few hours rest.
“We stopped at this place for eix 

-days, at nights taking turns at taking 
the rations up to the sappers in the 
trenches, where they had been since the 
first night of the attack, doing their 

work and that of stretcher bearers.

“It is a wonderfully brilliant summer 
day, but a strange haze from bursting 

of flying
heavily over the fields. The poor, 
wounded men we are carrying, are all 
amazingly patient, and uncomplaining. 
In fact, almost tne only ones that ever 
murmur are those wiio have gone out 
of their minds | but there are few of 
them.

“The prisoners look a bit cast down, 
but otherwise bear themselves like meq 
and are treated absolutely well.

“We are under a tree surrounded by 
twenty women from the village, 

stretcher bearers, and the doctori who 
manages at the dugout. A couple of 
batteries of big guns—two ‘twenties’— 
are booming and shells 
heads. It is curious to note the differ­
ent sounds different shells make. These 
‘twenties’ sound like big Catherine wheels 
when they begin to revolve, with the 
same jerky wMrl. If you are sufficiently 
near you don’t notice tMs. One went 
off Just as we were passing.

“Taken all in all, thio is the most tre­
mendous and interesting and horrible 
spectacle one ever could imagine. Over­
head are aeroplanes, surrounded by 
long-laeting puffs of heavy white smoke. 
The horizon line, a few kilometers away, 
is one long string of black or white 
geysers of smoke, according to the sort 
of shell that explodes, and near by are 
volleying, booming, whirring batteries, 
ambulances, fresh and tired troops, un­
complaining , pain-sick wounded, and 
magnificent, cool, patient, heroic doc­
tors.

“Back again to the home camp, safe 
and sound. For some hours shells have 
being going off all around us, making 
run for the dugout.

“P. S.—Have just got our lists and 
find we have carried just a few more 
than 600 today.”

w In a recently received letter .Driver 
Wm. S. Neales, son of the Very Rev. 
Dean Neales of Fredericton, gives the 
following description of some of his ex­
periences at the fronti '

“We arrived there (Ypres) about the 
16th April and found the French 
trenches that we took over in a terrible 
condition, but everything was very quiet. 
We started the work of repairing roads 
and trenches, and there was hardly a 
shot fired till the afternoon of the 22nd, 
when the artillery started, and about 4.30 
we noticed the green and -yellow tint 
coming over the hill, and in a few min­
utes the Algerian troops came swarm­
ing over the hill and saying that the 
Germans were using' gas. Then came 
the order to “fall in” for the sappers, 
and the drivers to harness up, the shells 
increiuing every minute. Our major led 
the sappers out in the direction of the 
advancing Germans, and we were left 
to hitch up and get out with the tool 
carts and wagons. And here is where 
we found that there had been a great 
mistake made, for in spite of our being 
billetd within three miles of the trenches 
all the tool carts had been clumped to­
gether and unlimbered and the poles 
taken out, which meant quite a bit of 
bother, even if the shells had not been 
flying; but with the horses excited, to 
say nothing of oursedves, it seemed im­
possible, for there was only one man to 

•each team, and it took one man all his 
time to hold four horses, and it was 
more than the other could do to limber 
up the carts. So before we got our 
horses out of the barn, one end of the 
roof was carried away by a shell, but 
nobody was hurt.

“I had my team about half way round 
to the tool cart, when the rifle fire start­
ed, and three or four bullets struck the 
ground just a few feet ahead of the 
horses and frightened them so that they 
refused to go farther, but just then a 
shell came over and exploded about forty 
yards bacl^of us, and the team decided 
to take the lesser of the two evils, and 
we finally managed to get to the carts 
and with some difficulty got hitched up, 

I but owing to the position of the carts 
I we had to wait till next to the last cart 
before we got away. We got on to the 
highway, and the shells seemed to fol­
low us down the road, and by the time 
we were about five hundred yards from 
the bilet there was a machine gun turn­
ed on us, but with very little success, as 
most of the shots were high. Then just

Ottawa, Aug. 10—According to fig­
ures of total enlistment in Canada for 
overseas service up to June, which are 
the latest figures available, approxi­
mately 106,000 men, or 1.828 of the total 
population, have enlisted. With the 
addition of probably some 10,000 men 
since June, the percentage is by now 
about 1.4, based on an estimated popu­
lation of 8,000,000.

Alberta heads the list on the per­
centage basis with a total of 14>200 re­
cruits, or 8.78 per cent, of the popula­
tion, according to the last census. Man­
itoba and Saskatchewan come next with 
a total enlistment of 24,000, or 8.78 per 
cent of the census population. British 
Columbia comes third with 2.85 per 
cent, and Ontario next with 1.44 per 
cent.

The Maritime Provinces have con­
tributed .79 per cent, and Quebec, .61 
per cent.

Ontario volunteers, according to the 
last tabulated figures, totalled 86JM0; 
Quebec, 18,800 and the Maritime Prov­
inces, 7,400.

and delight that the bit of shell that 
had hit me had gone in at an angle and 
only left a cut across my heel about 
two inches long and a half inch deep. I 
thought when I was hit that half my 
foot was gone. We bad some iodine for 
the horses with us, so I filled the cut 
with that and bandaged it up. Next day, 
much against my wish I was sent to the 
hospital, but managed to persuade the 
doctor that I would be O. K. and would 
ride up every morning and get it dress­
ed if he would allow me to stop with 
the company, so I was given an injection 
of anti-serum, or something and beat it 
back again. Of course I was not sup­
posed to walk any for two weeks, but 
I managed to get round pretty well. The 
following night we (Kelly and I and a 
corporal made a trip atfer the tool 
cart that had been lost when one of the 
horses was shot. That was some trip but 
I will wait till later on to tell you about

It was for the work done there that 
Guy Turner was mentioned in the dis­
patches. On the sixth night Clemen tinge 
was shelled, and the wounded in - the 
hospital had to be moved in a hurry and 
we were all called on to volunteer as 
stretcher bearers, and as our horses were 
all harnessed and the hospital was just 

the field, my pal O’Reilly, and 
myself ran across to help. We met one 
poor chap just at the door trying to hob­
ble away and so “Kelly" (O’Reilly) gave 
him a hand, and I looked around and got 
hold of another chap and we carried a 
stretcher out with a badly wounded man 
on it.

When we got abéut half way across 
the field that our horses were in a high 
explosive shell came over, . and as I 
heard it come I said to myself: “This 
will get some of us.” It seemed to stop 
just as it got over us—and then the aw­
ful explosion. The concussion flattened 
us all to the ground. And oh, the awful 
shrieks. The man who was carrying the 
stretcher just ahead of us was hit by a 
large bit of shell right through his left 
shoulder and side and was dead almost 
immediately, but such a shriek will 
never be paralleled this side of hell. Sev­
eral others were hit at the same time. 
One chap who was on a stretcher 
wounded, was killed by the shock. That 
was when I got hit on tne- heel, but 
mine was a mere nothing with most of 
them. As soon as we could pick our­
selves up we hustled our stretchers on 
about five hundred yards farther, and 
then I had to beat It back to my horses, 
and got back just in time to find them 
all just pulling out.

“We moved down the road about two 
and a half kilometres and then halted, 
but had to stand by in case they should 
sheU us from there. There 1 had a look 

at my foot and found to my surprise
