Commissioner J. H. Frink
Thinks People Now Face

Two Alternatives

THE members of the Saint John

Common Council were asked |

by Commissioner Bullock today
to think over suggestions he of-
fered at a committee meeting
this morning looking to a lessen-
ing of the cost of ferry operation,
in view of decreasing patronage
the ferry was receiving from the

citizens.
He mentioned some ways im}which

the service might be curtailed and a
saving effectéd and suggested that a
new boat be secured.

SMALLER BOATS OR BRIDGE

Commissioner Frink said he thought
the time had come when the citizens
had two courses open to them, to
get new and smaller boats or work
for a harbor bridge and cut out the
ferry altogether. The bridge, he
thought, was the natural solution as it
would give opportunity also to increase
the terminal facilities of the port.

Commissioner Bullock reported that
the ferry Governor Carleton had sus-
tained damage estimated at $1,000
when she bumped into the ferry floats
| on the night of November 8 but this
estimate would have to be increased to
$2,000 as the inspector of hulls had
ordered the boat to the dry dock for
examination. The last she had been
on the blocks was seven years ago.

The commissioner said the patron-
age of the ferry was decreasing, and
he felt the people were not support-
ing their own enterprise as they should.

Referring to a recently published
letter asking “where the leaks in the
ferry service were,” the commissioner
said this had been written by a former
alderman. If he had asked his present
employer, a former Mayor, or had
gone to City Hall and sought an
answer to his questions, he wogld
have found it was not “leaks,” but in-
creased cost of operating a better ser-
vice which was responsible for the as-
sessment on the people. When the
gentleman who wrote this letter was
in the council, oil lamps were used,
the Ludlow was practically new and
needed little repairs, there was no tele-
phone in the tool houses and not so
many trips were made. Coal then cost
about $4 a ton, and this year it was
$6.75 a ton, the lowest price since the
war.

SUNDAY TRIPS

Dealing with the patronage of the
ferry he said that on two nights re-
cently there had been carried 153 pas-
sengers on four round trips after
10.50 o’clock. This meant receipts of
less than $2 and the cost of running
was $3 a trip. On Sunday it cost about
$30 to run the ferry and last Sunday
morning the number of passengers had
been from two to eight a trip. It
would be possible to save about $5,000
a year in wages and about $10,000 a
year in operating and overhead if the
Sunday trips were cut out altogther.

The commissioner also said that be-
fore long there would have to be a
very heavy expenditure on the Lud-
low, and he expected that next spring
her steam pressure would be cut down.
The best way out, in his estimation,
was to purchase a new and smaller
boat with Diesel engines as this would
do away with the coal nuisance and
such a boat could be operated with a
smaller crew.

USE “CARLETON” MORE

He was planning to keep the Gov-
ernor Carleton on the route as long
as possible this winter as she burned
about four tons of coal less a day, and
keep the Ludlow ready as an auxiliary.
He paid a tribute to the work of the
ferry superintendent, G. H. Waring,
and said the city was getting more
than value for the salary it paid Mr.
Waring. He then moved that the
Governor Carleton be repaired at an
estimated cost of $2,000, to be paid for
out of next year’s assessment if neces-
sary. This was seconded by Commis-
sioner Harding.

SPEAKS FOR BRIDGE

Commissioner Frink sald the com-
missioner had placed some very im-
portant facts before the council. One
of these was that the cost of repairs
was just doubled by the Tederal in-
spector of hulls ordering the boat to
dry dock and another was the cost
of running the ferry and the decrease
in the patronage. It seemed to him the
people had to face the question of
making a considerable saving in the
ferry operation or go in for the harbor
Lridge and cut out the ferry altogether.
The people had been calling on the
government to develop the port and in
this connection the logical thing to do
was build a bridge and extend the
terminals in West Saint John. If such

GOOD WINTER AT DRY
DOCK LOOKED FOR

Manager Frank G. Wilson Makes
Statement on Return From
Montreal

A fairly busy winter at the dry dock
plant at Courtenay Bay was predicted
by Frank G. Wilson, manager of the
Sain§ John Dry Dock and Shipbuilding
Co. plant, on his return from Montreal
at noon today. Mr. Wilson said that
winter operation would start soon after
the first of December and that, while
he expected that the crews would be
kept on the move practically all win-
ter, he was unable to announce details
of the work at the present time.

Three vessels of the Canada-Cuba
Line had now been disposed of, Mr.
Wilson said, and the company still re-
tained ownership in two others, one of
which was on time charter. The
steamers disposed of were the Emperor
of Port McNichol, which was sold to
the C. P. R., the Emperor of Havana
and the Emperor of Montreal, which
had been purchased by a Japanese
firm.

Gorman’s Mark of 7 1-5 Seconds
For 75 Yards is Allowed—

DETROIT, Mich,, Nov. 9—The In-
ternational Skating Union board of
control has approved ten new records,
three of which are held by Canadians.

Charles Gorman, Saint John, N. B,
is credited with 71-5 seconds for the
75-yard dash, while Leila Brooks, of
Toronto, Ont., is the official holder of
records for the women’s 440 yards and
half mile. Miss Brooks’ 440 yard mark
is 44 8-5 seconds, and half mile, 1.36.

Five of the ten records are credited
to Clas Thunberg, the Finn, while
Elsie Mueller, of Chicago, is officially
credited with two women’s indoor re-
cords. Thunberg’s marks follow:

One-third mile, 52 4-5 seconds; half
mile, 1.151-5; three-quarter mile,
1.554-5; mile, 2.381-5; 11-2 mile,
4.12 3-5.

Miss Mueller’s indoor records are:
22 3-5 seconds for the 220-yard dash,
and 45 3-5 seconds for the 440 yards.

FW ABATTOIR
JTARTS WORK

All Local Men With the Ex-
ception of Four Experi-
enced Operators

MORE WILL BE PUT
ON WITH EXPANSION

Total of 250 Hogs Made
Ready for Market This
Morning

The new abattoir of the British Can-
adian Packing Company, Ltd., began
active operations this morning and got
away to a particularly good start. Be-
fore noon 250 hogs had been slaughter-
ed. and dressed ready for market and
by closing time this afternoon it was
expected that the total would reach
350. About 50 men were employed
today, and as the plant gets into fuller
operation, this number will likely be
increased, according to J. A. Kennedy,
the general manager of the plant.

Mr. Kennedy said that everything
ran remarkably smoothly for the be-
ginning, although only four of the
crew were experienced men, the others
being hired for the.most part locally
to complete the staff.

LOCAL MAN KILLS FIRST.

To a local man, William Maxwell,
went the honor of killing the first ani-
mal. Although Mr. Maxwell is a car-
penter by trade, he had some experience
in hog killing while in the west some
years ago. \ghile engaged on the erec-
tion of the new plant he expressed the
desire to carry out the first killing and
this was accorded to him. The board
of directors, who were in monthly
meeting-this morning, watched the first
operation of the abattoir with interest.

Mr. Kennedy said that he expected
that there would be plenty of live
stock offering to keep the abattoir
operating for some time to come. Pur-
chasers were being appointed in var-
jous parts of the province, and this
morning he received notification that
seven car loads of hogs, numbering

nearly 500, were on their way here|

from along the Saint John river be-
tween Fredericton and Woodstock.

BEEF TOMORROW.,

The first killing of beef, Mr. Ken-
nedy said, would be made tomorrow
and there was a likelihood that some
lambs also would be made ready for
market. He added that the company
had been offered several shipments of
pigs from Nova Scotia and that, if
certain business details could be ar-
ranged, the animals would be brought
here.

While large crowds inspected the
plant on the holiday, another large
number was there this morning to see
the start of operations. Not only was
every available spot inside the factory
crowded but many of those unable to
get inside watched the proceedings
from ladders placed against the win-
dows.
