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Financial Editor of Vancou­
ver Paper Impressed by 

General Prosperity.

There may be hard times and busi­
ness depression in England, but there 
is no surface evidence of such a con­
dition, according to Alexander Shaw, * 
financial editor of the Vancouver Daily 
Province, who. returned Saturday on 
the White Star-Dominion liner Regina 
after making a study of industrial 
conditions on the other eide.

“During the last two months I have 
travelled the length and breadth of 
Great Britain, and during that time I 
have been profoundly impressed with 
the prosperity of the people aas. a 
whole,” said Mr. Shaw to the Mont­
real Gazette. “The people of England 
and Scotland have never appeared so 
well off before; they have plenty of 
money and are spending it freely. 
Only last week one of the big London 
papers contained a half-page article on 
the great recovery in the Industrial 
world generally.

“The textile industries seem to be 
particularly flourishing, 
mills of Lancashire are rapidly regain­
ing their pre-war aspect, and I was 
informed that the hosiery industry is 
beating all records. The fishing in­
dustry in Scotland is golbg ahead by 
leaps and bounds, and whereas a year 

Aberdeen handled only two Or 
inundred tons of fish 

thing like a thousand tons of fish is 
passing .through the port daily at the 
present time.”

Turning to the unemployment situ­
ation, Mr. Shaw said that while it war 
true that there was approximately < 
million and a half unemployed at pre­
sent, the great majority were of the 
late ’teen age and the early twenties, 
and there were very few breadwinners 
without the means to support their 
families. .

•The shipyards of the Clyde are all 
working full time just now, and sev­
eral of the big firms have more orders 
than they can handle, while the big 
marine engineering firms are turning 
out large quantities of equipment, both 
for domestic and export purposes," Mr. 
Shaw stated.

In regard to politics, Mr. Shaw s 

opinion was that the Labor Govern­
ment is following a policy of “pl*yjn* 
safe," with 'the hope of thus gaining 
the confidence of the people. T be­
lieve that should they be returned to 
power at the next-general election they 
will feel sufficiently safe to adopt 
radical measures,” he said.

Mr. Shaw expressed surprise »t the 
marvellous efficiency of the British rail­
ways since the consolidation of vari­
ous lines. “The recent consolidation 
has apparently had the effect of speed­
ing up activities, and all the cheap ex­
cursions so popular in England be­
fore the war are now again in oper­
ation,” Mr. Shaw stated. “The people 
are travelling In enormous numbers^ 
The big London terminals are packeo 
with people at all hours of the day; the 
trains are crowded, and it is hard to 
find a seat on almost any route. This 
condition itself Is an Indication of the
