Thus she 
addresses herself to the Powers and 
postpones recourse to arms.

“in acting thus, the Ottoman gov­
ernment is going contrary to the legi­
timate sentiments of the 
people and hopes that the Powers will 
give a favorable ear_to the request."

Liberal Member for Battleford 
Announces Support of 

Borden Austin, Pa., Oct 2.—With the 
rival of a carload of coffins here to-day, 
the grimness of the tragedy which has
practically obliterated this town 
Impressed on the survivors and a con­
siderable number of workers, who be­
gan anew their efforts to mine deeply 
into the hard hills of debris. Twenty 
victims had been placed in a tempor­
ary morgue. Plans for the funerals 
were being made-to-day.

The most essential matter in hand 
here, aside from the persistent work of 
clearing away the more accessible 
ruins, is the completion of a census of 
the living Austinians. If the death list 
aggregates anything like the enormous 
number some have estimated the health 
officials realize that conditions demand 
prompt action for the next few days. 
The most careful and well informed in­
vestigators, however, are unprepared to 
say that more than 200 have perished. 
There -is, indeed, a possibility that 156 
will be the total.

There is little hope that any of the 
bodies remaining in the wreckage will 
be found intact. The entire aspect of 
the debris indicates that hundreds of 
thousands of javelin-like splinters and 
shreds of buildings were shot through 
and through the first accumulations of 
ruins by the debris hurled onward by 
the flood.

State sanitary engineers and chief 
officials of the state health department 
are co-operating in the measures for 
protection and relief.
Austin, Costello and the valley beyond 
to-day is as dreary as it is appalling.

The towns are practically desolate. 
The valley and the sides of the hills, in 
which they lie, are littered with the 
shattered homes of their people and the 
remnants of prosperous places of busi­
ness and mining plants. No reliable 
estimate of the property loss can be 
made, but it is safe to say it will not be 
less than $8,000,000.

The paper and lumber industries are 
utterly destroyed. The timber supply 
indeed was rapidly nearing exhaustion, 
and at the best it was thought that five 
years from now the industry practical­
ly would be at an end. In fact about 
200 families had ftioved from 
this fall. Five hundred more 
have gone within the next year or two, 
unless new industries came in to hold 
them.

A year ago last January a consider­
able leak was discovered in the im­
mense dam. Although two feet along 
the rim of the dam were removed to re­
lieve the pressure and a 14-foot patch 
was placed, it was noted that the align­
ment of the upper edge of the dam 
gradually became a slight arch instead 
of a straight line. This bulge caused . 
worry on the part of the citizens and 
led to a somewhat recent inspection. 
Certain protective measures were de­
cided on but the delay was fatal.

Below the torn dam to-day, the val­
ley for a mile or more is swept prac­
tically clean to bedrock and Freeman's 
Run, the main reservoir feeder, swollen 
by last night’s rain, is, sweeping 
through new channels where the main 
business portion of the town once 
stood.
