Dissclution of Par fameat!

The dissolution of Parliament and

‘general elections, which have been an-

ticipated during the past foetnight, ars
now annouuced. An extra of the
Canada Gazelte, issued on - Tuesday
morning fixes nomination on Thursday,
26th inst., and polling on. 5th March.
An Ottawa despatch to the St. John
Globe, which, of course, has an oppcsi-
tion bias, expresses the main objections
that are to be urged against a general
election at the:present time, which are
just what ‘the ADVANCE stuted last
-week, -

The despatch says:—

It is believed that  the Governor Gen-
eral was -loth to consent to the disso-
lution of Phzliament in view of the con-
stitutional robjections - to. this  course—
objections, -that are very strong. The

voters’ lists, which Hon. Mr. Chapleau

in effect pledged the word of the govern-

/| ment to parliament should be revised, as,

he declared they ought to be fevised,
befofe 4 gerieral eleetion, are the lists of
1887 ‘with a few ' names added in 1888.
. Thousands of qualified persons are with-
out votes amd . thousands of young men
who, have reached the voting age .o
twenty-one are . disfranchised. . Then
again the constitution “éxpressly declares
that after a census the :represcntafion of
the province shall—not ‘‘may,” but
“shall”—be re-adjusted, 8o that ~another
general-élection‘tmust be ‘held withina
yearor 3 house  inadequately  represen-
tative of the people will legislate- for five
more years. . -

It is abundantly evident that. the
cause of the.important step, now taken
by theé government, ' is “the increasing
dissatisfiction of ‘the country 'with the
stringently restrictive trade policy of
the past eleven years, and it is 3 hope-
tul sign. of the times that -both political
parties huve their faces turned in the
same direction. There = does mnot
seem to be any donbt in reference to

the ground occupied by the Liberals,

.| who are declaring for an absolute

effacement of all customs barriers be-
tween the United States and the Do-
minion. This, they declare,” is to be
accomplished by the adoption by each
of chese two countries of a uniform
tariff, as agninst all other countries—
the imports from the latter to be taxed
at rates as high, or, perhaps, higher
than those now prevailing in Canada—"
while a free exchange shall take place
betveen Canada and the United
States, It follows thac" this policy
means a great discrimation aguinst the
mother country—an idea quite repug-
nant to many, liberals and conserva-
tives, alike,

‘The conservatives appear to have a
free trade policy, also, a8 regards the
United States. In the Ottawa des-

patch to the St. John Sun,—the lead-
ing organ_of the Government in. New
' Brunswick—announcing the dissolation
of Parliament and the general elections,
we find the following :—

‘In view of the foregoing important
statement, the question will naturally be
asked, what are the reasons - which have
induced: the government . taappeal to the
country at the preseut time? - - :

It is understood that the Dominion
gevernment have through Her Majesty’s
government wmade ¢ertain to
thé United States for negotiations look-
ing to the extension of our commerce with
that country.” The proposals have been
submitted to the sident for his con-
sideration und the g::adiun government
i8 of the opinion that if the negotiations

.| are to result inr a ‘treaty, which must be

ratified by the parliament of Canada, it is
expedient that the government should be
able to deal with a parliament fresh from
the pegple, rather than with a moribund
house. i

It is now understood that Canada will
send & delegation to Washington after
March 4th, thedate on which the life of
the present Congress expires, for the
purpose of discussing informally the ques-
tion of the extension’ and development
of trade between the United States and
Canada, and the settlement of all ques-
tions of difference between the two
countries.

This ‘delegation will visit the United
States capital, it is said, as the rosult of a
friendly suggestion from Washington.

It is evident, . therefore, that the
governmert is alive to the necessity of,
at least, a partial abandonment of its
restrictive policy, and the many who
are not prepared for the programme of
unrestricted reciprocity with the Uuit
ed States—involving, as it does, a seri-
ous discriminatlon against our own
Empire and all che rest of the world—
are more than interested in being in-
formed of the general featurey, at least,
of the governmeht’s propositions in the
matter. It is evident that there has
been some equivocation on the subject,
and the ytterances of . governwent
monthpiefes are unpleasimtly suggestive
of a desire to *run with the Lare aud
hold - with the - hound.” Rumors of
pending negotations between the gov-
.ernments - of the United States and
Canadg were set afloat in interested
guarters not long -since, together with
the statement that the Tmperial . @v-
ernment was -pressing the = Dominion
Government to negotiate a reciprocity
treaty. Referring to the last-mention-
ed statement the Toronto Empire, the
chief organ of the Dominion Govern-
ment, sxgid t— 5

““The "Empire .is authorized to give
this statement’ an uunqualified denial.
Not only i8 it not true, but, on the con-
trary, it is learned from . the very best
sources that the Canadian Government
has recently "been approached by the
United S:ates «Government with a view
to the development of trade relations be-
tween the two - gountries, and that our
Governmeny; has requested the advice of
her Mujesty’'s Government on thg sub-
jeet.”

Sir John made a speech at Torontn
last w‘eek and said - ey

While we are going to stand by our
National policy, there is room for ex-
terding our trade on a fair basis, and
there are things in which we can enlarge
its bounds without, in any way, infringing
on the National policy.

About the same time that Sir John
was ‘“‘generalising,” as above, a member
of the United States Congress .named
Buker, who represents a constituency
near the Canadian border addressed a
Jotter to United States Secretary
Blaine, enguiring' whether yeciprocity
negoliations were pending bet¥gen the
governments of the United Statdand
QOanada. Mr. Blaine’s reply was
follows :—

I authopise yoy to contradict the
rumors you refer to, There are nq ne:
gotiations” whatever on foot for a reci-
procity treaty with Canada, and you may

be assured no such scheme for reciprocity
with the Dominion econfined to natural
products will be entertained by this
Government. We know mnothing of Sir
Charles Tupper’s coming to Washimgton.”

Almost anyone can understand from
all these utterances, that so long as the
Republicans rule in the United States,
we can secure nothing- short of unre-
stricted reciprocity-with that countvy
—if, indeed, that can be had—while it
i8 only the Liberals of Canada who are
prepared to carry out that policy. On
the othe'r hand it is generally conceded.
that the rule of the Repuhlican party
is practically at an end, so that, even .
should the Liberals win in the pending
elections,it is possiole that their*friends
on the other side of the ' line ‘ may go
out as they go in. The most practica-

‘ble idea seems to be that thoseSin both

coixntﬁes who favor reciprocity in’
natural products and certain manufuc-
tures bave .the most reasonable
prospect of coming.to an arrangement.

We
listened to the .repeated memo:ials sent
tc us. from the county councila of the
northern counties of the province from
yearto year, asking us to wako- areduc-
tion of thy stampage, t» affurd some re-
lief tu: what they represented to be a de-
pressed. indystry.

It s not because the country needs the
rgyenue, therefore it should bedrawn
from the lumber industry. It is not be-
cause we want & little more woney that
WQ may properly turn the screw and exact
an extra $10,000 or $20,000 from the
business to make up the deficiency, but
it is how much stumpage should that
business in fairness aud jnstice be called
upon 10 pay and hos mauch can it reason-
ably bear?* Now, in determining whether

.ealt questicn, itis only right that you

“ to be wrongs, for if they only believe that
| they are suffering wrong it is just a3 ser-
ious in many points of view es if they
did actually suffer the wrong. No man
hearing the continual - ery that weut np
from the counties of Restigouche, Gloa-
cester, Northumberland and Kent could
doulit  that the people of these counties
were thoroughly econvinced that they
were anfaitly treated and that the gov-
ernment was making undue demands
upon them to contribute to the revenues
of the onuntry.

Such being the caae wkat was the posi-
tion of the government ! When we came
in, in 1885, we raised che stumpage. We
found it eizh*y cents and we ra‘sed it to
$1, believing that it woull staud an in-
crease, and fiom th:t we raised it up to
%1 25 and it continued at that down till
this acitation culminated in the election
of 1890. Now, when we raisedthe rate
and shls it was being continued, we'
were app roached by the lumbermen fiom
the counties I have mentione’l; repeat-
eily. From time to time tliey approzch-
4 el us as a government and in the legis-
lature. Ia buth houses their represen-
tatives made motions aad strongly urged
the government.. to wmaks a reduction in
their ingerest, and they showed us how
severe a. case it was for them that this
rate. should be. maintained. Well, we
said this:
that ve ave, pechaps, exacting too much
from you, but we canrot reduce the rate
as long 83 .the revenue requires the
money. - While we should be very glad
to make a rewission of a port'on of.this
tax aud afford you r¢lief, - yet the stats of’
the revenue issuch that we cannet meet
your wishes, and we said this—T said fir;
speaking for the government, not cnly
upon one occasion but on many occasions,
as late as the session and fellowing sum-
mer of 1889--1 said, gentlemen, as soon as
the revenua of the country reaches th.t
sum, that we can withont dimiuis'hing the
grants for the public services, meet you
and make a concession to you, we will
be happy to do so, but that time had not
arrived. - In 1889, the very last session
preceding the general elections I was
called upon as leader of the government,
to make a statoment ia answer to Mr.
Phinuey. Mr. Phinney, just before the
prorogation of the house, made this re-
quest: . He said the lnmbermen from his
county, as he knew from other counuties
as well, had made a representation
through the enunty council urging strong-
ly that we should make a reduction, and
he raid that he hoped the government
would be able befure another session came
around, to offer some relicf to the lumber
industry. I replied to him, I think sub-
stantially in these terms: The govern-
ment would be very glad to meet the
wishes of the people of these counties if
they conld see their way clear to do it ;
that they would consider them and if the
revenues admitted of it, they would be
happy to do so. That was. substantially
the answer I gave hima when he. expressed
the wish I have juat stated to you. .

Now it appearsd, when we got in the
returns from the-sC¥ers of the operation
of the winter of 1899, that nur revenues
wete guing to be very much larger thau
they had been previously. * The scalers,
the gentlemen employed ail ‘over the
cou.t'y scaling ou crown lands, showed
by their e t'mates of the cut of lnmber
that for the year 1890 we would get a
larger Fovenue thau we had the previous
year and we'féund that upon the bas's of
‘$1 n thousand we would be able to draw

mnto the exchequer more money than we
had received at $1.25 during the preced-
ing year. Now, that was the state of
things at, the time of the electiois or
shortly after the e'estions.  We had this
information that I speak of from onr
scalers because we get our repo.ts from
them as early as the wouth of Febiuary.
And when the elections che off in Jana-
ary 1800 and we fonad that we were gn-
in to beconironted by thia que:tion chat
your connty, St. Joha anl othec cunuties,
were indifferent and did nou strengthen
our hands—when we foand that this was
the ceitier] issue and that the goveinment
bad no alternative but to ‘come to terms
apon the gnestion, i possible, and that
the oppositibn press and members were
offeriug a reductivn, we met the repre-
seutatives from the lumber interests in
Northumbesland—not the members but
the representalive meu appoiuted as a
committee by the lumbermen of the
northb—and we discussed the stumpage
with them and wade proposals as to the
expenditure of a sum of _money on their
streams, to facilitate driving operations,
the details of which T will not dweli npon
to-night. - The offer - was really equiva-
I'no to the reduction which was subse-
quently made, but it was not accepted
by the 1 'mberm:n, who wadted a re-
duction in the s'umpage pure and
simple. Finally we met the members
for the county and e

wih them that they would accept 25 cents
par thousand of a reluction asa satisfic-
tory arringement beotween them and the
government until the expiration of the pres-
ent leases, and rending the repoit ofa
special commission  tv be appointed to re-
porton the whule matter. \We came to that
agreement which has been called the Nor-
thumberl wad  deal subj ¢t of course to the
sanction «f the huu e of assembly, and Mr

Tweedie came in%> the governmeut on that
understavding.. e -

ought to have tried to ketp up the rate, or
have handed over the governpmert to the
opposiijon in qrder that they might make
the reduotion, then of c¢ourse the govern.
