New Brunswick Governmeat Trout
Hatchery Bartibog, Miramiechl.

The greater part of the fry hatched at
this establishment this season are to be dis-
tributed in public waters, but a limited
quantity may be purchased by owners of
suitable private waters on payment of two
dollars per thousand and the cost of trans-
portation from ‘the Hatchery, which is
situated eleven miles from Chatham and
seventeen miles from Newecastle.

Itis most convenient to transport to
Newecastle station from the Hatchery on
account of having direct connection at that
place with the Intercolonial Railway.

The cost of team and driver in transport-
ing each quantity of 5000, or less fry from
Bartibog to Newcastle Station is $5.

Add wages and expenses of person in
charge, feed of horses, &c., $3.

To the foregoing must be added Rail-
way fare, incidental expenses and pay for
time of person accompanying the fry from
Newcastle Station to point of delivery on
L C. R. or elsewhere and return.

-On the foregoing basis it is estimated
that cost of transporting say 5,000 or less
fry from the Hatchery to St. John Station
would be about twenty-one dollars.

If several parties were to combine and
take say 10,000 fry amongst them delivered
in one lot the cost of transportation to St.
John would be proportionately less —say
twenty eight and a half dollars.

To arrive at the actual cost of fry deliv-
ered as above at say St. John Station the
price of the fry—$2 per thousand—must be
added, which would bring 5000 up to $31
or 10,000 to $48.50—payable on delivery.

The Oeatral Rallway.

Some of the newspapers appear te have
conveyed a wreng impression te the
public in regard to the ceadition of the
Cent:al Ruilway, which has of late been
irregularly run and not tuve well managed.
The main difficulty, no doubt, has been
.that she mamsgement has been extrava-
gant—manager too big fer the road and
the operating siuff, especislly that cen-
nected with headquarters having salaries
out of propertion with the work they had
to do. . Chinges'have taken place, how-
ever, which will remedy these shertcom-
ings unc causes of ‘‘shortness” im the
exchequer and there is every pruspect of
the road being rum regula:ly in the fature.
Last Friday’s Telegraph said:—

““As seen as pussible, the Centrsl railread
will be made a bang up read. President
George McAvity, who retnrned yesterday
atter a trip of inspectien, gave this as bis
impressien to a reporter last night in giving
the results of his trip and the plans for the
fature. . Acoampanying Mr. MeAvity en
the tour of the read were Premier Tweedie,
who went 1n the interests of the government,
Semater King and W. C. Hunter who may
be the new superintendent of the real.

“Mr, McAvity said the read was in much
better cenditien than he expected. Ia faot
she old pertion—frem Norten to Minto—he
found better than any branch road he bad
traveled over, while the mew part—Irom
Chipmaa te Minte with branch lines to the
coal mines—was as goed as the Iutercolenial.

well remembered by most ef eur citi by

The Water Supply.

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE,
COMMISSIONER'S BRANCH,
OTTAWA, MAY 26th, 1904,
THE FARM WELL. THE CHEESE FACTORY
AND CREAMERY,

Some rather startling facts in regard to

the water supply of our farms, echeese
facteries aud cresmeries, were breught
out at the cenference of dairy instructors
and experts held in Ottawa last fall, the
official report of whish is now being dis-
tributed by Mr. J. A. Ruddiek, Chief of
he Dairy Division, Ottawa. In discuss-
ing the sanitatien of cheete factories and
eresmeries, Dr. Connell, bacteriologist at
the Kingston Diiry School, pointed eut
that oue great sanitary requis:te is good
~ater. Most of eur factories obtain their
water from shallow wells, onlya few
asing water from deep wells, springs,
creeks or rivers,

Good water can be secured frem shallow
or surface wells, yet such water is always

lassified as by sanitarians
when it is wsed for drinking parposes.
The ressen for this simply is that such
water is ground water derived by seepage
through seil of the rain or snuw water.
Shallow wells are usually placed quite
close to the heuser or factories which
they are to supply, and thus the svil in
their meighborhond is apt to become
contaminated, and this contamination is
svoner or later carried by seepage inte
the we'l.  Fortunately, the soil is am
excellont filtering a.d cleansing agent,
but it is only able te disposs ef & certain
amount of cwmtaminating material. Such
disposal akes time, 80 that if there isa
particularly heavy rain, centaminating
matter may be carried far into the earth
below the purifying layer, and thussoak
unchanged into the wells. If a large
smount of this contaminating material
finds ite way inte the wmoil, the eurth
becomes ‘‘soured,” and eam mo longer
dispose of or porify the waste, which
tends to soak into and mix with the
ground water.

Some surface wells are se eemstructed
as to be mere surface drainage pits; thas
18 they are not raised abave the surreund.
mg earth, and hence recvive the surface
washing direct. Farmers and makers
ought to realize that s surfsce well dees
not get its water from seme hidden source
below, but is simply a eellecting reservoir
for the ground water derived from rain
sad suow water. And further, that if the
seil 1n the neighberheod of such a well is
saturated with slep water and house er
factory drainings, that seoner or fater
these will make their way into the well.

SOME TESTS,

Prof. Shntt's chewical analyses of farm
well water have shown the majority of
the well. 1o be little better tham cesspeols.
From 100 te 200 samples a year sre
analysed »t the chemical labe:atery ef the
Central Esperimental Farm and nes one-
fitth of these can be passed as safe and

In Decewber,1879,
he became a member of the governmeat
without offire, and had aseat in the |
Ezecutive until the reeomstrustien in
1882, whea he gave way, se that Mr. Mo-
Lecd (now Jadge) sheald sit for St. John
with the effice of Attermey General. In
the election which followed the govern
ment candidates fur the city were Messrs,
McLeod and Marshall, and Mr. Ellis and
the late Dr. A, Alward eppasition, Mr.
McLsod was clected, but Mr, Marshall
was defeated.

The Globe says:—Mr, Marshall was
s good business man, prompt, persistent,
painstaking, and fertile in expedients to
accomplish results. He was of a kind-
hearted, gentle and genereus nature,
and no matter hew much men differed
from him they could mot fail to fael
kindly tewards him. He did a great deal
of work for the community in a variety
of ways, and was always glad te do it.

“Mr. Marshall was ficst married so s
dagghter of the late Mr. Geerge Hemder-
sen, of Newcastle; she died in 1856, In
1883 he narried Miss Charlotte Neil Rees,
of 8t. John, and seme years after her

IMPROVEMENT NECRSSARY.

A factery well cannot be kepc uncen-
tamiuated, so long as the drsivage sand
! whey disposal system of the factory is
net carefui'y looked after, so that the first
essontial for & pure water supply frem
the erdinary well is good drainage. Next
s the proper construction of the well,
including its covering, so as not ta permik
sarface washiugs flowing in, As Pref,
Sautt poinied out, this drainsge matter,
apart fyom 1ts actually poisonous charact-.
er, in $he very material upon which
wicrobes aud gerias live and water
pollated from the barnyard, ete., is always
loaded with eountless milliens of backeris,
It is impessible te turm out first class
dairy products where such water is used
se oven frum the dollars-and-cents ssand.
poins, imprevement in this respeet is
imperative,

It isnot she smell or appearance of
water that denetes its cendition. Many
samples of water, which to the sense ef
smell or sight or taste are perfees, yeot
simply reek with filth. The baoteria
which we t detsct our
are far mere dangerous than these which
we ean detect.
