Meeting of Delegates from all Parts
of the City and County

North End Representatives — The Plan of. Or-
ganization Adepted..

ing of the delegates from !the wards
and parishes in the liberal conservative
interest held at Foster’s corner, Feb.
26th.

W. D. Baskin was proposed for
chairman, but declined, and W. Wat-
son Allen was unanimously chosen to
"the position.

It was decided that the meeting
should be confined to the delegates
elected. :

be present as a delegate from Dmifer-,

the basis of two representatives from
each polling sub-division.

Ald. McGoldrick moved the adoption
of this idea.

W. D. Baskin thought there should
first be an organization iecided on,
and the compesition of the nomination
convention would come up afterwards.

Dr. J. H. Morrison moved that it
was desirable to have a general con-
servative association for the city and
county of St. John.

Ald. Christie asked what was intend-
ed as to nomination. Would it be pro-
posed to turn this meeting into a nom-
inating convention?

W. D. Baskin thought there should
be no separate organization. There
should be neither senior nor junior, but
a single organization.

J. F. Fraser pointed out the good
work ' vhich had been: done by the
Junior Liberal Conservative club, and
maintained that its existence should
be preserved. There was plenty of
room for both.

Ald. Baxter favored a single organ-
ization. There was room enough for
the' younger men alongside of the old-
er ones.

Ald. Christie was opposed to join-
ing any organization without knowing
its full object and what it was going
to do. He moved the following resolu-
tion:

‘Whereas, Difficulties have heretofore exist-
ed in the conservative party in the constitu-
ency of the city and city and county of St.
John; and
‘Whereas, It is desirable that the utmost
unity and harmony should prevail; and

‘Whereas, recent legislation there is but
one b to be elected from each con-
stituency; therefore
Resolved, That in view of the ¢
condition of representation, it is in the best
interests of the party that when the candl-
dates are selected to represent these constitu-
encies in the house of commons of Canada,
due regard should be had to the locality and

the existing condition of affairs with.a view
mdmore fully represent the varied interests;
an

Further resolved, That when such: selec-
tion of candidates for the cor-ing election is
made it is desirable that one candi@ate be
chosen from the residents of that portion of
the city and county of St. John known as
the old city of St. John and the parishes of
Simonds and St. Martins, and.the other from
among the residents of the remaining por-
tion of the city and county. of St. John
known as the old city of Portland and: the
parishes of E ter and M h

‘W. H. Thorne favored a general or-
ganization - on as . broad - democratic
lines as possible.

On the understanding that Ald.
Christie’s resolution might be moved
again it was temporarily withdrawn
and the original’ resolution carriea.

Ald. Christie then repeated his reso-
lution, which was seconded by A. A.
Mabee.

W. H. Rourke objected to the div-
ision of the county along the lines laid
down by Dr. Christie’s resolution. The
convention should have the right to
select the very best men, irrespective
of locality.

James Kelly moved in amendment
that in the opinion of the meeting it
was advisable to adhere to the prin--
ciple of selection of candidates by
ward and parish representation.

Ald. Baxter suggested that the last
clause of Ald. Christie’s resolution be
dropped.

J. D. Hazen, M. P., was strongly of
opinion that this was the proper
course. The resolution was fair cn-
ough without the last section.

Ald.. Christie felt that the last
clause was the important element. Tt
was just a question whether the north
end and the man of their choice should
be fairly treated or not.

Ald. McGoldrick, while strongly
supporting John A, Chesley, was “ill-
ing that there should be some modi-
fication of the resolution, which
might then be strong enough.

Timothy Deonovan felt that Mr.
Chesley might well exclaim, save me
from my friends. They were injur-
ing him, while there was no other set
of people intending to do him any
harm.

Mr. Kickham thought no one had
any right to assume that Mr. Chesley
would not be nominated.

Dr. Gilchrist spoke strongly on the
subject of Portland’s rights. They
had given the conservative party its
first and its greatest majorities in the
contests for years back, and they
demanded recognition. They would
not be burked or deceived, and want-
ed to know just what it was proposed
to do with them.

Ald. Baxter proposed that the last
clause be struck out of the resolution
and a recommendation inserted for
favorable censideration of the locali-
ties from which the members came.

A. W. Macrae said that all thegse
propesitiions were direct against the
principle of the British constitution,
that residence was not a necessary
qualification for a candidate.

Ald. Christie refused to acoept any
compromise. He wanted the resolu<
tion to go squarely before the meet-
ing end be voted down. so that he
could go back to his people in the
north end and say how they had been
treated. He would withdraw the de-
legation with him and they would
not join any organization which might
be formed.

The ameéndment was then with-
drawns

John ‘A. Chesley;, M. P., reviewed
the position of Portland in the con-
tests and said that the people there
wanted representation. He wanted
fair play, not for himself ‘alone, but
for  them, They had before been
united in their demands and felt that
they had not got the considepation to
which they were entitled.

J. H. Morrison read a scheme
for organization, which, owing to the
pressure of time,. could not' be consid-
ered in detail,

On motion of Ald. Christie, a com-
mittee of the three members, with the
chairman and secretary, was appoint-
ed to organize the meetings for elec-
tion of delegates. \

On motion of W.. H. Thorne, a com-
mittee of five was appointed to frame
a constitution and present it to a
meeting to be held this evening at 8
i o'clock. The committee appointed
~was: W. H. Thorne, Ald. Christie, A.
| W. Macrae, W. D. Baskin and Dr. J.
H. Morrison. -

The adjourned meeting of the lib-
eral conservative delegates: was held
on the 27th ult. in Foster’s:corner. W.
Watson Allen occupied the chair and
J. T. T. Hartt acted as secretary.

The committee appointed to frame
a scheme of organization presented a
report, which was- taken wup section
by section. In the-discussien it was
proposed that the nomination should
be made in convention, by nomination
and ballot, the original proposition
having been to propose candidates by
ballot only. The amendment was.
adopted.

Provision was also' made that sub-
stitutes might be elected by the wards
and parishes; so that'in case of dele-
gates being unable to attend others
might take their place.

The following is the constitution as
adopted:

1. This association shall be called “The
Liberal Conservative Association of the City
and County of Saint John,” and it shall be
composed of the members of the ward and
parish associations hereinafter provided for.

2. There’ shall be in each ward and parish
of the city and county a local association to

known as the - ward or parish
Liberal Conservative association.

3. Every liberal conservative. elector regis-
tered in the ward or parish shall be eligible
for mmbership in the local association and
may become a member by subscribing te the
constitution and paying the sum of twenty-
five cenmts.

4. Bach local agsociation shall on -organi-
zation, and thereafter annually, on the sec-
ond Tuesday in January, elect by ballot a
president, a vice-president and a secretary
and a treasurer. The offices of secretary and
treasurer may be held by the same person.

5. Each local association shall have power
yto frame by-laws and regulations (not incom-
sistent herewith) for its own government and
otherwise control its own affairs.

6. The president and vice-president of each
local association and the president and first
vice-president of the Junior Liberal Conserv-
ative association shall be ex-officio members
of the executive committee of the general
association,

7. The said ex-officio members shall soon
after their election meet and complete -the
executive committee by adding to their num-
ber fifteen members, who, with the-ex-officio
mmbers, shall compose the -said committée.
These additional: members .shall be chosen
by nomination and ballot.

8. Thé executive committee shall organize
b¥ electing & chairman and a secretary, who
shall be the chairman and secretary of the
general association, and also elect such other
officers . as may be deemed 'necessary. The
chairman and secretary shall be elected by
nomination and balolt.

9. At the meeting of each ward and parish
called for the purpose of organizing the local
association, delegates shall be -chosen to re-
present the ward or parish in the conven-
tion for the selection of candidates for the
St. John constituencies in the -next election
for the house of commons, and thereafter, as
circumstances require meetings for this pur-
pose, shall be called by direction of the ex-
ecutive committee.

10. These delegates shall be elected by
nomination and ballot, and every liberal
conservative elector re| d in the ward
or parish shall have the right to vote for the
delegates.

11. BEach ward or parish shall be entitled
to three (3) delegates for each electoral ‘dis-
trict in such ward or parish, and shall also
be entitled to elect one (1) substitute for
each district, The Junior Liberal Conserva-
tive association shall be entitled to send five
(5) delegates.

12. The delegates so chosen shall meet in
convention at a time and place to be fixed
by the executive committee, and after organ-
ization shall proceed by nomination and
ballot to elect candidates for the two con-
stituencies. Delegates from the city shall
alone be entitled to vote for the city candi-
date. A majority of the whole number of
ballots cast shall be necessary for election.

13. AN officers of the general and the local
associations shall severally continue in of-
fice until their successors are elected. ;

McMan, who has large interests in
Queens, opposed - the  bill, - saying it
would interfere with his rights. 'C. N.
Skinner and Dr. de Bertram of the
Central: railway, were also heard.
They have a chanter for a road to
Fredericton, and say the construction
of the line by the coal company ren-
dered . useless their whole service,
They ffered to. extend their road to
Fredenicton. as speedily as 'possible,
and make fair and reasonable ar-
rangements with the coal company for
running rights.
