Washington, Oct. 6.~—The creatiom
of 18 additional Federal jadgeships
t> relieve the congestion in Federal
Courts throughout the country is re-
camn\ended to the Benate Judiciary
Committee Wednesday by Chief Jus-
tice Taft, United States Supreme
Ceurt, and Attorney Geng.a!' Daugh-
erty. The committee gquast.oned Taft
and Deuagherty about the extemt to
which prohibition cases is to blame
for the ologged dockets. Taft said
the business of Federal Courts in-
creased eight per cent. as a result
oi dry law violations, despite the pop-
ular idea that the extant was much
greater. Do you think prohibition
cases will increase?” asked Senator
Reed of Missouri. “I 40 not hesitate
to say that I Relieve violations of
prohibition law will greatly imcrcase
before they begin to grow fewer,”
Chief Justice replied. Senato* Reed
expressed the opinion that tho in-
creased number of casos was due to
prohibition under white slave, mail
fraud and prohibitory laws. Attorney
General Daughtery disagreed with the
opinion of Taft that probibition viola.
tions would increase. “Prohibition
cases have reached the peak now,”
sald Daughtery, “At the outset it
was belleved the dry laws could not
be in put in effect, but we have seen
that theory disappear.” State Court's
Attorney General said are exhibiting
greater willingness to co-operate with
the Federal in enforcement.
