. Welland, Trent and Galops Canals.

Ottawa; Nov."98—Hon, A. G. Blair and
Mr. Collingwood Sehreiber returmed . yes-
terday morning from a visit of inspection

to the 'works on the Trent, Welland. and

Galops canals. Fo the Globe correspond-
ent, the minister of railways said that at
two points on the long level on the Port
Colborne  end ‘of the Welland canal the
existing bridges with piers are being re-
placed ,by bridges that will swing across
the channel from ‘one bank to the other,
thus giving a clear width of 100 feet. The
old bridges only gave a channel of 45 feet
on each side of the pier at the points re-
ferred t0. Further improvements of this
kind will be inaugurated as soon as the
bridges now in hand are completed- ‘“As
to the Trent canal,” observed the minis-

ter, “this season. has been a very unfavor- |

able one, and the contractors have been
laboring  under difficulties, so that the
work in some cases has been delayed. I
must say, however, that the work on the
hydraulic lift locks gt Lakefield and Kirk-
field is particularly fine.

.London Chamber of Commerce Delegates a
Boston--Resolutions. °

Boston, Nov. 25—S8ir Vincent H. B. Ken-
nett Barrington, chairman of the South
African section of the chamber; Lieut.-

of the Chamber of Commerce, and Arthur
Serna, J. P, F. R. G. 8, of Galbraith,
Pembroke & Company, ship owners and
brokers, the delegates from the London
Chamber of ‘Commerce, are the guests to-
day of the Massachusetts State Board of
Trade. The party was taken on a trolley
trip this forenoon as guests of the Boston
Elevated Railway Company.

A reception was then tendered them by
the board of trade in the Vendome, after
which a luncheon was served.

The report of the committee on com-
merce was devoted almost entirely to the
matter of Camadian reciprocity.

The board passed the following:—

“Resolved, that the Massachusetts State
Board of Trade respectfully petition the
President and Congress of the United
States that such steps as are necessary be
taken either by reconvening the United
States and British joint high commission
(or by such other methods as may be
deemed expedient) to prepare an agree-
ment between the United States and Can-
ada, on the basis of equitable concessions
and a reciprocal trade, which may be
brought before congress for:its approval at
the next session.”

The following was introduced and re-
kferred to the executive council for future

#'1 action:—

“Resolved, that the members -of the
Massachusetts State Board of Trade be-
lieve that the pending reciprocity treaty
between the United States and Newfound-
land would be of great value to the country
and especially to our own state. We urge
our senators to secure the ratification of
the same-.

“We reiterate the resolution which we
passed by a nearly unamimous vote last
year, in favor of a reciprocity treaty wit
Canada, which is  the largest customer per
capita which this country has. The said
trade would be greatly increased if some
equitable reciprocity treaty could ,be en-
tered into, and will certainly be greatly
decreased without same.”
