The Comic Element 
Press.

The failure that has so often overtaken 
the projectors of -comic papers in Cana­
da is accounted for by the semi-comic 
character of all odr purely partisan pa­
pers, a class to which the greatest num­
ber of our journals belong. These 
sheets, in their eulogies of friends and 
denunciations of opponents, afford the 
reasoning and laQghter-loving general 
public journalistic subjects en.ough fiog 
mirth, and the professedly comic papers 
have no chance.

The treatment of the Huntington 
charges against the Government, and 
the reception of the evidence that has 
effectually exploded them, is the latest 
illustration of this feature of Canadian 
journalism. The pertinacity with which 
the truth of the charges was asserted be­
fore a tittle of evidence had been pro­
duced, the “ hip, hip hurrah” with 
which the Allan letters, in not one 
of which was any prdbf of the charges 
produced, and the desperate ener­
gy and blatent reiteration with which it 
is attempted to make a case against the 
Government in the face of a mass of 
evidence every particle of which refutes 
the charges—this is all more amusing 
than Punch or any other comic literature. 
We are not sure whether the conduct­
ors of the journals really imagine that 
they are convincing their readers, or 
whether they know they are laughed 
at, and, as the power of exciting laugh­
ter is one of the most profit­
able accomplishments of# the age, 
continue the farce with an eye to, 
profits. The frenzied ravings in double 
leaded leaders; the misleading head­
lines in capitals; the free use of italics, 
full face type, and exclamation points ; 
the firm convictions expressed on the 
strength of the utterances of a man 
whose oath they treat as valueless : all 
these are exciting the risibilities of- the 
general reader to a degree that might 
arouse the jealousy of a circus clown or 
a court fool.

ISODAM.
Abandoned.—The Aylestone, Brett,mas­

ter, at Liverpool 24th nit., from Old Cala­
bar, reports :—

June 6, In lat. 36 N., Ion. 36 W., at 7 
a. m., blowing fresh fromS.W. and thick, 
saw a vessel apparently at anchor eight 
or ten cables off. Closed and passed un 
der the stern of an American-built 
schooner of about 200 tons, waterlogged, 
riding head to the wind, perfectly upright, 
her deck two feet above the water. Her 
hatches were off, and as her bulwarks 
were vety much broken the sea washed 
over her occasionally. Her mainmast was 
broken short off above the rigging, main 
boom 10 feet from the jaws, foremast 7 or
8 feet from the deck, with the hoops and 
remains of sail snugly coiled on the top ; 
the remains of her mainmast stowed ; 
bowsprit and jlbboom gone, port anchor 
catted and fished, and chains ready; cabin 
half-honse with windows nailed over with 
canvas, and door open; the steering 
wheel and gear lay on the quarter deck, 
vhe rudder not being visible—I think 
gone. Had it not been that three of her 
upper planks on the port side were wash­
ed away and the rudder gone, she might 
have been worth taking Into the Azores. 
We could have towed her into Flores 
easily ; she was riding by her starboard 
anchor and chain (not, of coarse, on the 
ground). June 7, lat. 38 N., Ion. 33 W., 
passed the wreck of a spar, part of it 
painted white, and quite clean, probably 
a schooner’s foremast.

Died at Sea.—The bark Minnie Camer­
on, which arrived at Pictou, N. S., on the 
26th ult., from Rio Janeiro, reports that 
Captain Logan died of yellow fever when
9 days out, and was burled at sea.

Brunswick has completed her loading of 
deal at Shediac for Liverpool, and sails 
on the 13th Inst.

I have 
already described the Persian monarch 
as I saw him at the Brussels Railway 
station on the occasion of his departure, 
and there Is nothing to add to that de­
scription. He is still dressed in the black 
tunic, this time covered with a dark green 
riband across his breast, bordered by 
rows of priceless jewels. His bands of 
diamonds he has left at home, but retains 
bis jewelled scimitar and his black point­
ed cap, within It, on this occasion, the 
“Sea of Light,” a diamond which Mr. 
Moses Isaacs would exactly appreciate 
and envy. The solemnity of his face is 
rather detracted from by the pair of gold 
spectacles, which give him a somewhat 
comic appearance ; and by his side walks 
the Princess of Wales, perhaps, strictly 
speaking, nôt the loveliest, but with her 
tall, graceful figure, her sweet earnest 
face and her thoroughly higli-bred un­
certainly the most attractive woman In 
our land. She has her hair rather tight­
ly knotted in a coronet on the top of her 
head, thus let .us hope setting the fashion 
for the abolition of those enormous, hide­
ous chignons, which so disfigure our 
English women, and she Is dressed in
THE QUIETEST AND MOST PERFECT TASTE,
in blue jmd white satin, ornamented with 
diamonds. Led by the Shah and the 
Princess, the procession, composed of 
royalties and other notabilities, advances 
to the dais, and after the great creatures 
have seated themselves on their golden 
chairs, the one notable and impossible to 
be avoided English affliction—the pre­
sentation of an address. The Corpora­
tion gathering themselves in front of 
their visitors, a dried, withered up chip 
of a little man, who is Sir Thomas Cham­
bers, the Deputy Recorder of London, in 
a hard, grating voice proceeds to read 
out a preposterous composition of com­
plimentary jargon. This Is translated by 
the interpreter into Persian and replied 
to In a few short and decisive sentences 
by the Shah, which sentences are again 
translated into English by Sir Henry 
Rawlinson, of whom I have already made 
mention. Then occurs a never failing 
civic institution on such occasions—the 
presentation to the visitor of the freedom 
of the city, of which he will no doubt 
make a great deal of use. The casket in 
which this documett was enclosed was, 
however, very handsome, being a huge 
gold box, enamelled on all sides and sup­
ported on each corner by a kneeling 
camel.

The Institute was crowded this morn­
ing with those who wished to hear the 
exercises of the highest branches of the 
Common Schools. There were eight 
schools present.
