THE DELFGATES TO THE GENERAL
| CONFERENCE.

Rev. Ecerron Ryerson, D.D., LL.D.,
“Chief Superintendent of Eduecation by
permission of Conference,” is at length a
President of Conference, and that to a Gen-
eral Conference of all the Wesleyan Metho-
dists (the two sections of them), in the
whole of British North Ameriee. Notwith-
standing his very great abilities and great
influence for the period of nearly half a
century, it had so happened, in consequence
4of his important official -engagements, that
he had never been a presiding officer in any
church court beyond a leader's meeting, and
even in that, not very many years. This
will be to his disadvantage, and that the
rather, because men of genius, and of a
philosophic turn of thought, such as he is,
have usually less adaptation for handling
deliberafive assemblies then men who have
fewer ideas and theories of their own, and
who consequently more implicitly follow
prooedonz and usage, or run in the rut made
by_those’ who have gone before. Another
difficulty of his position arises from the
fact that the- machinery of this General
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Conference is new, and has not yet ad-
Justed part to part ; and moreover there is
little precedent to guide so as to pﬂvent
friction, It is to be hoped that the several
members of the body which elected him by
such a large majority will do as little to
complicate matters as possible. ‘ Bus we are
wandering from our subject to theories.

Dr. Ryerson has an almost world-wide
reputation, and requires that very little
should be said of his history ; indeed it has
been so eventful as to require a volume to
portray it, and so identified with the history
of Ontarip that he who knows the one must
know the other. 'We may just repeat, in a
summary form, what everybody knows, that
Col. Ryerson, hig father; was a U, E. Loy-

‘|alist and a British officer during the

Revolutionary war, settling first in New
Brunswick, and then in Upper Canada,
where our sybject was born. Dr, R. must
now be (for he has furpished us no data be-
yond what we ourselves know, or imagine)
as old as the century, for fifty years ago,
last Easter Sunday, he entered on his itin-
erant carreer, probably about the age of
twenty. How changed are both he and the
country since that day. We say he has
changed, physically certainly he has, but we
mean advanced or improved ; for Egerton
Ryerson was not like some preachers who
are as finished and able when they begin as
when they end. He was full of ideas, and
had plenty of words at the commencemen t,
but was timid, often embarrassed, and some-
times confused, wanting in deliberation, and
speaklng with a rapidity which almost
ehecked his utterance. But this indieated a
mind fraught with ideas and of great ear-
nestness and energy. As a preacher he had
his period of maturity when he preached
often with great ability and power ; but
his many non-paatoml occupstlons lnd en-
gagements of late years, joined to his increas-
ing infirmities, have been against the main-
tainance of that power and finish in preach-
ing which characterized him in the hey-day
of his evangelical and pastoral career. But
writing, i, e., enforcement of great control-
ling ideas with the pen, have, since the
year 1826 or.’27, when he first couched his
lance against the detracting assertions and
arrogant claims of dominant churchm
this, we say, is his principal forte. Ho
many battles he fought; how many vic
tories he won; and how eompletely he
was sometimes 8o enveloped in smoke and
dust,that it could not be told whether the
champion was unhorsed or not, ‘the
time now would fail to teil. " Cer-
tain it is, that if ever he was /beaten,
like the ‘“ British soldier,” he neither
knew nor acknowledged it. Like David,
he has been “ a man of war from his youth,”
and, like Ishmael, he has “ dwelt in the
presence of all his brethren.” '

We are glad to see him honored with the
present mark of confidence, which to the
‘feelings of this old militant Methodist must
be very grateful, and which he well deserves.

He neither needs nor desires that we
should chronicle the attainments he has
made, the literary honors he has won, the
positions he has occupied, and the changes
he has been instrumental in oﬂ'ecting There
is only one Egerton Ryerson, and there will
be only one in all time.  ~

ably known, as to his public business and
religious character; as a wholesale importer
of dry goods of great enterprise and probity,
and as a philanthropist of great liberality ;
also, as a zealous member and class leader of
the Wesleyan Church, and .talented local

Mr. McDanald is a gentleman bordering
on fifty, but does not appear neariy so old,
being light, or blond complexioned, with no
gray hairs, and otherwise full featured and
fresh-looking.

no'mean portical talents. His conversion
and connection with the Wesleyan Church
was in this city, in 1842, The Union then
being interrupted, he was a member of the
British division of Wesleyanism, among
whom he began to preach, and nothing but
a failure of health prevented his being a Wes
leyan Minister. He was. proposed to the
District Meeeting in 1847, and was to have
gone to the Rice Lake Thdian Mission, but
his health failed, and he changed his labo

to the West Indies, and labored in Jamaica’;

but failing health obliged him to retire in
1849, . when he returned to Toronto, and
commenced the business for which he was
trained in his youth, in which he has pros-
pered exceedingly, and has consecrated his
gains to the furtherance of the cause of God.
By this he is probably doing more for the
interests of morality and religion than if he
were in the ministry itself. We have spoken
of his his labors as a leader. and local
preacher ; he is a trustee, member of various
Connexional Committees, and the lay trea-
suver of the Misgionary Society of the W,
M. Church.

He once represented a constituency of this
city in the Provincial Parliament. He will
be found no visionary revolutionist, but the
than to prosecute the practical operations
of the Church with enterprisc.

The Rev. John A. Williams, President of
the London Conference, is a man of much
more than common force of character and
natural talents.  In appearance he is sturdy,
resolute-looking, with what for want of a
better word, we may call a leonine expres-
sion of countenance. He is above middle
height, rather stoutly built, and crowned
with a massive grey head, There is an out-
spoken independence about his utterances in
Conference debates, that seems to indicate
that he can do battle alone, if need be. And

even in arguing a case, there is sometimes a |,

defiance in his manner, that seems more
adapted to vanquish than to win an oppo-
nent. As a preacher, he is distinguished by
freshness and freeness of thought ; but there
is, not unfrequently, a depth and range in
his line of thought, that are a little beyond
the grasp of hearertl of limited reading and
thinking. Hence some men whose sermons
carry far less weight of metal, may be more
popular with the unthinking masses than he.
But in his best moods, when he is kindled to
white heat till the resources of his thinking
and reading become plastic and available, he
reaches all classes, and stirs the emotions, as
well as quickens the intellect. His address
at the reception of candidates for the minis-
try, at the London Conference of 1873, will
long be remembered as n noble specimen of
religious eloquence, which stirred all his
hearers like a battle hymmn. He wields also
a ready and vigorous pen, is familiar with
the discipline and history of our church, and
possesses good administrative abilities. He
possesses but little of the tact thatcan flatter
men to win them ; and to those who only
slightly know him; at times appears less con-
ciliating ingnanner than a careful regard for
popular faver would dictate ; but beneath his
Welsh quickness and appsmnt combative-

ness, he carries a kindly and tender heart, !

keenly alive to the finer influences of
thought and feeling. We. take him to be
one of those men who would rather tread a
rough path with a good conscience, than gain
advantage by fawning on men of wealth or
power. He hds for many years taken a
warm interest in connexional affufrs, and a
prominent part in the discussion of Confer-
ence questions.

Mr. Williams' life history is not without
points of interest, such as often belong to
those who, with little earthly guardianship,
are led by an unseen hand. is a native
of Wales, born in 1817. Being depfived at
an early age of parental oversight, he was
congequently thrown into the whirl and din
of London life, where he found | ample oppor- | |
tunity for the developmentof self-reliance,
and that independence of character which
hes since distinguished him. At the age of
sixteen he came to Canada, resolving to
« ush his chances in the new country. The

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first years of hubamdun life were spent in
the town of Prescott. In 1836, during a
season of religious interest, under the min-
istry of the late Rev. W. H. Williams, he
begun the Christian race, united with
the Wesleyan Church, and found his
delight in the company of the few Metho-
dists then residing in Prescott, and in the
reading of Methodist literature, to which,
for the first time, he had access,

In the years immediately following his
conversion he was a diligent reader of the

works of Wesley, Fletcher, Clark, and

Benson, and was laying up » stock of theo-
logical truth, which, in after years, he found
of essential seryice. This habit of roading
then ‘ommeneed has continued  with him,

to which-is added the habit of close and in-
dependent thinking: ¥ «Never be found
wmt a book in your pocket ; and never
waste your time .an poor authors, get thd'
best book on the subject, and master it,” is

part of the advice given frequently by ‘our
brother to candidates for the ministry. Bro.

Williams was recommended by the old By-
town Quarterly Meetmg to the District

Meeting ; was received by the Conference -

in 1847 ; and stationed in the Hollowell
circuit—Rev. A, Hurlburt Suporintendent
—ordained at Brockville 1850 ; Was elected
by the Conference’ Chairman of the Owen
Sound District in 1859, the first time the
Conference appointed that office. He served
also in the same’ office in the Brockville
District from 1870 till 1873, when he was
appointed to Simcoe, his present station, and
took charge of Brantford District. In 1873,
by a very hearty and spontaneous vote, he
was nominated for the position of Co-Dele-
gate, which office he held at the last Con-
ference. On the organization of the London
Conference he was chosen and shonored with
the position of its first President.

Few men are better known throughout
the large portions of the country than the
subject of ‘this sketch ; not onl y as a Wes-
leyan minister, hut as an ecarnest workman
in the great temperance reform, with which

%! he has been identified for more than thirty

years. Take him for all and all, there is
agood deal of the man about Joms A.

SHERIFF PATRICK

Was born near this city, in which he was
often a visitor to his relations in boghood,
and wherehe sometimes attended school. He
claims to be of the Scotch branch of the
ancient Patrick family. His age is sixty-
four. He, like some other now among the
laymen in the General Conference, spent
some of his early years in the ministry of
the Methodist Church, in which, had he
continued, he would have taken no mediocre
place. But failing voice and other circum-
stances, led him to enter into the business
of a merchant, which he prosecuted in
Prescott, about thirty years. Finding
himself in secular life, on principle he de-
clined ministerial functions, but has &tood
by the church he joined forty-nine years
ago a8 a most likeral supporter, often sup-
plying the pulpit, in the absence of the
minister, as a lay-reader.
