The United States mamifaoturers have their rav material
at least 20§ oheaper than we have.

Fuel is moh cheaper than it is in Canada.
Labour is pald about tho same in Canada as in the United States.

The namifacturers of-the United S8tatos arc the largest in the
world of shirta, oollars /and ouffs; one conoern in Troy, N.Y., Cluett
Peabody & Co., have an ‘oufput off tventy-five thousand dosen collars
per day, while Canada in all her faptories only produces twenty-five
hundred dosen collars per. day. addition to the one firm montioned,
there are a number of firms, eath of whom is produoing almost as many
goods per day as all the combined faotories of Canada produce.

The Shirt Marmufaoturera in the United States are also emnablod
to produoe goods cheaper tpin ian Manufaoturers beocause of their
imnmense output. Cluett Peabody alone produces over 8ix
¥illion Dollars worth of\ s “pey Annunm, and there are a number of
manufaoturers in the U.S8.; oaoch of whom i3 produoing more goods than
all of the faotories in Canada ocombined produce.

Aococording to the Ceni £ tho year 1900 in the United

‘S8states, ending June 30th, there o Collars and Cuffs produced
anounting to $9,077,700, of w $0,073,271, or 8934, was made
in Tray, N.Y., and 99.4% in the State of New York. This is
important as really representing the portion of the business
ocontrolled by Troy Mamufaoturers, as almost all the oollars and
ouffs made in New York State outside of Troy are branch factories
of Troy conoerns. It 1 b&t{ir to assume that the noxt
returns from the Census, whio t to be published in the
United States, would show that the joutput of ths Troy faotories
is at the present time double whikt it was in 1900.

Troy firms ocontrol a very large portion of the Shirt
business as well, but not to suoh a great extent as thoy do
Collars and OuSSs.

T¥oy firms advertise very largely in magasines and
newspppers published in the United States, which have a very
large oiroulation in Canada, which is inoreasing every year.

Five years ago the value of the magazines and papers coning into
Canada was $370,000; last year the value was $750,000, showing
inoreased oirculation of more than three times what it was five
yoars ago. Canadian mamufaoturers oould not afford to advertise
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
