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shall be a great International Ex­
hibition to be held in Ôork from 
May to November, 1902, has taken 
up the attention of a large body of 
the citizens of the “Rebel Oity." The 
idea was first mooted by the Lord 
Mayor, the Right Hon. Edward1 Fitz­
gerald, at a meeting of the Cork 
City Council, and, spreading from 
this, it began to assume propor­
tion» which at first it was never an­
ticipated it could. The original idea 
was that it might emulate to some 
extent the exhibition of 1888, which 
as the times went was a distinct suc­
cess, and left a tidy profit behind it, 
but the promoters of next year's 
show were rather modest in their 
programme at this early stage, and 
chary to engage in a big enterprise 
without being certain that the coun­
try would come to their assistance
in an earnest manner, and Hence the 
scope of the exhibition was of a lim­
ited character as was its title, also.

The name fixed upon at the first 
" public meeting was that of the 

“Cork Industrial Exhibition, 1902," 
but when the project began to take 
root and develop, and when the De­
partment of Agriculture and Techni­
cal - Instruction for Ireland, which 
was only called into existence last 
year by Act of Parliament, began 
to throw in their lot with the pro­
moters, and subsidised the project 
to the extent of 25,000 dollars, the 
Committee on Organization began 
to consider whether it would not be 
wiser to considerably enlarge the 
scope and alter the title to that of 
the “Cork International Exhibition, 
1002." This it was eventually de­
cided to do some four months after 
the opening meeting, and the vari­
ous committees set to work imme­
diately to endeavor to make the ex­
hibition worthy of its title and wor­
thy of all Ireland.

It was the co-operation of the De­
partment of Agriculture, indeed, 
that suggested embracing the entire 
country in the programme of the 
exhibition. This new body tire de­
sirous of showing what is being 
done, and what can be done, for the 
industries of the country and for 
the development of ita mineral 
wealth, and with the Government 
funds at its disposal, for which no 
better purpose could be got to spend 
them on, they gladly availed of this 
opportunity to associate themselves 
conspicuously and intimately with 
the promoters’ idea. For this pur­
pose the virtual head of the Depart­
ment, the Right Hon. Horace Plun­
kett, travelled to Cork, and was in­
formed that the committee was na­
turally desirous of spreading them­
selves under the aegis of the De­
partment to a certain extent, and 
thus the scheme, while not being in 
any sense a Government or depart­
mental one, has the advantage of 
treasury funds to the amount stat­
ed, and in addition to this has the 
advantage, which is still more valu­
able, of the department’s organiza-

Thc department, propose to make 
tho first real burst of their exist­
ence through the medium of this 
exhibition. They have applied for a 
space of 80,000 superficial feet in 
which they propose to show a won­
derful variety of exhibits of wool, 
clay, minerals, peat produce, build-, 
ing stones, wood carving, metal' 
work,. electric motors, etc., the raw 
materials in full process of develop­
ment and manufacture. Of course, 
all of what they purpose show.ng 
are not produced or manufactured in 
Ireland at present, but it is tho 
opinion of the department, from ex­
perience of continental and other 
countries, that those that are not 
yet in the country, might, with ad­

vantage, be introduced, and thereby 
be a remunerative means of employ­
ment and help to stem the ever in­
creasing drain of the country’s life 
blood by emigration.

But about the general idea. Thp 
first question that naturally arose 

, was that of a site. Several sites 
were suggested, and eventually, by 
happy chance, a s^te that was at 
first considered unobtainable was at 
length, after some preliminary diffi­
culties, secured. This site is known 
as the Mardyke, and embraces as 
picturesque a bit of scenery as can 
be found, for its size, almost any­
where in the world.

It extends from St. Vincent's 
bridge in the city to Wellington 
bridge about half a mile outside the 
civic boundary, and contains an area 
of between thirty and forty acres. 
Through the centre of it flows the 
silvery Lee, beloved of songsters, at 
this point a very dream of beauty 
and grace. An ornamental bridge 
wiii cross the river from the 
grounds proper to thé Irish village, 
which we propose to erect on what 
is known as the Sunday’s Well side.

This miniature Irish village will 
contain as many of the characteris­
tic features of rural Irish life as are 

considered worth portraying, and 
the aim will be to show the peasant 
In the best light, giving types of the 
neatest and most industrious houee- 

'Mold», with women and girls at 
*. knitting, lacemaking, and pur- 

"he various other avocations 
to their condition in life.
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The pleasant waters of the

will ring out as they were never 
rung before, and the Irish air will 
grow fragrant with Irish melody to 
welcome $he home-coming. In addi­
tion, the far-famed bells of St. 
Flnbarr's will add their musical 
voices to the welcome, and for these 
great events the bell ringers are to 
be specially trained.

The exhibition buildings proper 
will consist of an industrial hall, a 
machinery hall, and a fine arts de­
partment, in addition to which there 
will, of course, be a number of tea 
houses, kiosks, and refreshment 
rooms scattered her# and there 
through the grounds.

The committee are oow entering 
into arrangements for securing all 
the side shows possible that have 
been seen at the Earl’s- Court, Glas­
gow and Parish exhibitions, and 
they'have been in^ treaty with the 
Messrs. Kiralfy, who are perhaps 
amongst the most enterprising 
showmen in the world,-for the trans­
fer of the water chute that is now 
being worked at a big profit, and is 
a great attraction, in the Glasgow 
Exhibition, the Switchback Railway 
which appears to be a perenniaf 
form of amusement, distorted mir­
rors. electric boats, swinging boats, 
shooting jungle, biograph, and“Riv- 
ers of the World." The latter has 
been a wonderful attraction in Glas­
gow, and may be described shortly 
as a journey by boat along a stream 
of water arranged in serpentine 
form, and running through electri­
cally illuminated caves hung with 
views taken from all parts of the 
world, the whole being an illusion 
that gives infinite pleasure and as- 
usement.

At the Glasgow Exhibition there 
were but two outdoor forms of am­
usement, namely, the switchback 
railway and the water chute,*60 that 
it will be seen that Cork will be 
much more interesting in this re­
sect than the great city on the 
Clyde. A miniature train, at pre­
sent running in Glasgow, will be 
transferred to the Cork Exhibition, 
and its mileage extended so as to 
tempt people entering the Mardyke 
avenue to board the train for con­
veyance to the grand entrance of 
the exhibition. This little contriv­
ance is drawn by what may be 
termed a dwarf steam engine, but 
there is little fear of accidents or 
serious mishap because the engineer 
sits astride of his locomotive, and 
he can push aside with great facility 
any inquisitive small boy who may 
undertake to trespass on the way $f 
the train.

The committee besides attending 
to the beautiful have before their 
minds the very important duty of 
seeing that the welfare of visitors 
during the exhibition should be pro­
perly attended to. It is hoped that 
the result of their labors will be 
that the hotel accommodation will 
b«3 both very much enlarged and con­
siderably improved. It is proposed 
to classify the accommodation and 
tariff for the information of intend­
ing visitors, and it is also proposed 
to classify the catering within the 
exhibition buildings.

The committee are earnest in their 
desire to leave no stone unturned in 
having their exhibition compare well 
with other great international ex­
hibitions, and be as far in advance 
£ftlie Cork industrial exhibition of 
tX83, as this progressive age de­
mands. It is considered probable 
that there will be many excursions
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And now at the close of this sketch 
I may say that while applications 
for space in the exhibition have 
reached the executive from many for­
eign parts it is interesting to note 
that the first application came from 
France; a country which has always 
been, one of the foremost amongst 
the friends and benefactors of lri>- 
land.—Herbert Honahan, in Dona- 
hoe’s Magazine.
