The death took place at Wolfville, 
N.S., on December 15th, of Rev. Al­
fred Brown, aged 76 years. He was 
a son of the late Wm. M. Brown, of 
Halifax, and is survived by a wife 
and two sons. Mr. Brown was Rector 
of St. Mark’s Church, Halifax, in 
1871, and later went to Statten Is­
land and then to Paris, Ont., where 
he had a church. He resided in Hali­
fax for several years up to the spring 
of this year, when he moved to Wolf­
ville. * * * *

Lieutenant A. B. Cayley, R.G.A., is 
safe in hospital in England. This 
news was received by his father, 
Rev. Edward Cayley, D.D., Rector of 
St. Simon the Apostle, Toronto, on 
December 17th. Lieutenant Cayley 
was severely wounded and captured 
by the Germans on April 9th last. It 
was several months after Lieut. Cay­
ley was reported missing that his 
family received word of his condi­
tion. He had received multiple gun­
shot wounds and was receiving atten­
tion in a German hospital in 
Cologne. He remained in that hos­
pital until the British troops occupied 
Cologne ten. days , ago, when he was 
immediately removed to a French 
hospital and afterwards to London. 
Lieut. Cayley is recovering and can 
now walk about a little. He was a 
graduate of the Royal Military Col­
lege and went to France with the Im­
perial troops.

Mrs. Hill, whose recent death in 
Minneapolis, was sad news to many, 
was the wife of Dr. Hibbert W. Hill, 
whose father was the Rev. /. J. Hill, 
for many years connected with 
St. Philip’s Church, Toronto, and 
also representative of the London 
Jewish Mission. Dr. Hill was a Gold 
Medallist of Toronto University, took 
post-graduate wdrk in Johns Hop­
kins, Baltimore, and specialized in 
Bacteriology and Public Health. For 
some time he was Director of the In­
stitute of Public Health and Medical 
Health Officer for the City of London, 
but is now related to the State work 
of Minnesota. -, Mrs. Hill, formerly 
Cora Margaret Goldstone, is the 
daughter of Edmund Goldstone, Hud­
son Bay Factor, and granddaughter 
of the late Dr. George Goldstone, of 
Cobourg. In addition to her husband, 
she is survived by fivep children. Mrs. 
Hill was the only sister of Mrs. 
Walter J, Southam, whose husband 
was formerly Rector of All Saints’, 
Toronto, and is now Rector of Holy 
Trinity, Winnipeg.
