IR Edward Grey presiding at a lecture
S on the war on Monday, March' 22, by

Mr. Buchan, reviewed the origin. and
causes of the conflict. Germapy, he-said,
refused every suggestion made to her for
settling the dispute by means of a con-
ference. On her must rest for®all time
the appalling responsibility for having
plunged Europe into this war. ~One es-
sential condition of peace must be the
restoration to Belgium of her indepen-
dence and reparation to her for the cruel
wrong done to her. We claim for our-
selves and our Allies claim for themselves,

together we will secure for Europe,

a national existence in the light of general
liberty.

Sir Edward Grey said,—While we are
engaged- in considering the particular
methods by which the war may be prose-
cuted to a successful conclusion do not let
us lose sight even for a moment of the
character and origin of this war and of
the main issues for which we are fighting.
Hundreds of millions of money have been
spent, hundreds of thousands of lives
have been lost, and millions have been

the last few months. And all this might
have been avoided by the simple method

a conference or 3 joint discussion: be--
tween the Powers concerned, which might
have been held in London; at the Hague,

many would have consentéd to have it.
(Hear, hear.) It would have been far
easier to have settled by conference the
dispute between ' Austria-Hungary and
Serbia, which Germany made the occasion
for this war, than it was to get success-
fully through the Balkdn crisi§’ of two
years ago.

Boothbay, Me,, depends on the fact that
lobsters brought from Nova Scotia, which
develop seed after being impounded are
tilized, when otherwise the seed would
destroyed. That is hardly to the mark.
n Charlotte county lobsters are impound-
ed in several places. If these lobsters
develop seeds, the Dominion Department
of Fisheries purchases them, and liberates
them. The Maine hatchery buys many
seed lobsters that we caught on the Maine
coast. My contention is that a hatchery
would give better results than is secured
by natural propagation, as is the case
with artificial culture of salmon, When a
seed lobster is liberated, it may be caught
in a day or two, and the fisherman may
destroy the seed in order to sell the lob-
ster on the market. ”

T H,nun has shown a keen mter

lobster hatchery is desirable, I have no
doubt Mr, Hazen woyld see we got one as
soon as possible. Though we can’t expect
the government to do anything in this
connection until the war is over.

* Among officials of the Fisheries De-
partment and fishermen themselves, the
value of lobster hatcheries is still a matter
of dispute; butit is significant that Dr. H.
M. Smith, Commissioner of Fisheries for
the United States, a Scotchman, and a
great authority on the fisheries, has com-
mended the work of the Maine Hatchery,
and exercises personal supervision over it.
Commissioner of Fisheries for Maine, Mr.
Woodbury, is well satisfied with the
results obtained by the hatchery, and in
his last report ‘says he expects to estab-
lish a rearing pond in connection with the
hatchery to retain the fry till they are 1}
inches long, when their chances of life
will be increased.

“Fisherman ” declared the catch in St.
John and Charlotte counties had increas-
ed in the last few years, and seemed to
think that an argument against the need
of a hatchery. Increasing prices of lob-
sters-have increased the number of lobster
fishermen; besides, motor boats have
increased rapidly, and men are able to
cover more ground, and do more work,
than formerly. It would be surprising if
the catch had not increased ; the capture
per trap would be a better indicator.”—
Canadian Fisherman for April.

‘“ WAR TAX "’ POSTAGE
-

The Post Office Department, having
given aotice a week or two ago, in con-
nexion with the War Revenue Act, that
all letters and postcards mailed in Canada
for delivery in Canada, the United States
or Mexico, and letters mailed in Canada
for delivery in the United Kingdom and
British possessions generally, or whérever
the two cent rate applied, should in addi-
tion to ordinary postage carry a one cent
stamp as a War tax, and also having noti-
fied the public that such war tax, while
it should be paid preferably by the post-
age stamp marked “ War Tax,” could, if
such stamp were not available, be paid by
an ordinary one cent postage stamp, is
now issuing further notice to the effect
that postage stamps may be used for the
prepayment of war duties on bank
cheques, bills of exchange, promissory
notes, express money orders, proprietary
or patent medicines, perfumery, wines or
champagne, as well as upon letters and
postcards, postal notes and post office
money orders, the intention being to pro-
vide facilities in those portions of the
country where excise stamps are not
readily available, This in view of the
fact that postage stamps may be obtained
at all points over the whole country, in
many places where there is no Collector
of Inland Revenue and no Inland Revenue
stamps could be.obtained, is a distinct
convenience to the public, and no doubt
will be largely taken advantage of.

THE RUSSIAN- COMMANDER-IN-CHIEF

Russia is earnestly grappling with the
greatest crisis in her entire hiStory; and
the consideration of publicity and the
comprehension of what she is doing by
the rest of the world is of so small impor-
tance in the eyes of the powers that be,
that it has been all but overlooked,

One who has seen and studied the army
at first hand comes to feel a growing con-
fidence in . the future. This optimism,
engendered by the observation of the ma.
chine, is solidified into conviction of ulti-
mate success when one sees the Grand
Duke Nicholas ; for in this single person-
ality, in the opinion of the writer, is con-
tained a greater asset to Russia thamin
the rest of the army organization com-
bined. When the smoke of battle has
cleared away and the painstaking historian
in the seclusion of his study, reinforced
by the perspective of time, comes to write
of this whole war, he will, I believe, put
his finger: upon the Grand Duke as per-
haps the most remarkable single individ-
ual whom the' year . of 1914 has brought
into the public eye. .

The Grand Duke has supplied to this
s the el ts that have made
ﬁnal success possible for the Russians. He
is-a big man with a far-reaching vision,
political -acumen, - and a determination to
wade steadily forward to victory irrespec-
tive of all obstacles and' all temporary set-
backs, He has had sufficient intuition of
men’s characters to surround  himself at
'his Headquarters with men of capacity,

his mind even at the eleventh hour. I
think he takes no great pride in dictating
to others or in making the plans himself,
If the programmes are good he cares not
‘'who has the credit, provided only that
victory result. He is himself a soldier
and, I believe, understands the weakness
and the strength of his own army and his
own soldiers as does no other Russian
general. He hassufficient moral strength
to retreat if need be, regardless of what
political effect a withdrawal ‘may have
He realizes that his troops on the defen-
