[t so happened that I could speak
a few words of German, as I had stud-
ied the language in school, but have
now forgotten “alinost everything I
knew about 1t. = .

Very likely .the, knowledge of this
fact has led people* to believe that 1
was an _.undesirable, but I am sure
that if certain people would investi-
wate matters before passing judgment,
this rumor would never have gone
abroad.

I also*patronized a certain pool par-
lor that was owned by a German, but
I think I had as much right to do so as
any ore of my other fellow comrades.

If you care, you may investigate the
matter and look”up my record. You
will find:that 1 have a record absolute-
1y free of blemishes.

"1 do not know what object these
certain people had in view, but I must
say that whoever it was, should be
niore careful, because some day I may
return te prove to them that I am
alive and can get my @wn back.

My father and mother were both
Americans, and the only trace of for-
eign blood in my veins is that of my
grandfather, who was horh in France:
