.251.00 John McCormack, the singer, has 

put into the hands of Mark Fisher, 
collector of internal revenue for the 
third of New York District, a cheque 
for $75,000, a sum equal to the annual 
salry of the President, which represent­
ed Mr. McCormack's income tax for 
the year. This exceeds by $16 ;000 the 
income tax paid by Enrico Caruso 
three weeks ago, and is believed to 
represent an income of approximately 
$300,000 a year.

Mr. McCormack’s income is deriv­
ed from his public appearances and 
from royalties on phonograph records. 
His assocaties say his income in the 
last year from the records alone am­
ount to more than $180,000. This 
is said to be greater than any two oth­
er singers living. Caruso’s incom 
from phonograph records is said to 
be $125,000, with an equal amount 
from his operatic performances, mak­
ing $250,000 in all. Mr. McCormack, 
started on his transcontinental tour 
to raise $100,000 for the Red Cross
