ening immediate deal It to those who differ 
from t lient. It scents incredible that the 
subject is of no more importance titan 
whether a suck uf potatoes or basket of 
Oslt shall be half n farthing more or less.

Imagine our coming suddenly into such

sun liât, under which is a pal_>alo face aui 
beard if the place is one where foreign­
ers tiro occasionally seen, they will look 
up, say • liwan-ktii" (foreign ‘ghost), and 
after a few moments resumo their em­
ployment tvs t hough wo were not there. 
If, however, foreigners are almost un­
known in those parts, we know perfectly 
well that we shall have no peace except 
such us wo can secure by means of a little 
maneuvering. Sometimes tbu landlord 
appears pleased to receive us, but now 
and then he scouts to think wo take up 
too much room, with the crowd who stand 
round to look at us. It is very entertain­
ing to observe how excited such a crowd 
often becomes by the advent of a for­
eigner, and how rapidly the nows spreads 
to neighboring houses that a •‘foreign 
ghost” has arrived. Mine host stands 
and threatens terrible things, which he 
has not the smallest intention of carrying 
into execution. For half an hour he will 
shout and gesticulate, entreating the un­
tutored herd to remember tho proprieties 
and not crowd in so much upon the for­
eign gentleman.

A FOREIGNER AT HIS MEAL.
The uoint of greatest interest is always 

reached when tho traveler begins his meal. 
He lias carried with him all ho wants with 
tho exception of rice, potatoes, hot water 
and olio or two other things. The laying 
out of plûtes, knives and forks is a great 
mystery. Much questioning goes on as 
to"tho way of using them. They beg to 
know tlm'reasou why wo prefer to employ 
n man to curry nil oiir apparatus for din­
ner, instead of using their bowls and
chop sticks. The spoon nnd fork, appar-

ishe’s them, and tho traveler is ready
enough to own 1 lint they are not silver at 
all. When wo'lift our food to our mouth, 
many hands move in n similar way, as 
they say quietly to one another, “Look! 
Ho is doing like this!" Standing so 
closely around our email tabla that xvo 
feel inconvenienced, wo entreat them to 
give us breathing room while wo dine, and 
afterward we will talk to them. Many 
•.-.•Lea break forthwith pleasure at our 
speaking to them. "The foreigner 
speaks our words,” says one; “Yes, let 
him eat." says another; "Stand back, you 
man without propriety," says a third, 
■whose zeal for good manners is evidently 
due only to his desiro to secure a front

At such a time one is almost always 
questioned in tho same way. The most 
trivial and ridiculous questions are asked. 
The inquiries they make of a foreigner are 
such ns they commonly make among 
themselves. How far is It to your an­
cestral home? "Are your venerable parents 
living? llow many" sous liavç you? Was

Î our linen made in China or in England? 
low do you get it bo white? How are 

morrlagcs arranged among tho foreign 
children? Wlmt is your income?”

A little mild banter is much appreciated 
by tho crowd, but brings out a more rapid 
fusillade of questions. In the country 
places about Amoy I have been asked very
frequently, “ Whoro In tho country where
the people have ono leg?- 
cye?—and where there uro only women? 
Havo you seen these lands?" what the 
origin of these notions is it is hard to Bay. 
Perhaps some Chinese Huron Munchausen 
or Dean Swift wrote a burlesque book of 
travels, which has in tho course of time 
been accepted ns authentic by a people 
who havo for no many centuries stayed at

ding with him ; hi tho daytime it helps to 
pack tho cart, or is laid, by way of Rad­
dle, upon tho ass.

CAPTURING A SWORDFISH.

A man stands on a little platform in 
front of the bow armed with a harpoon 
having a sharply ami deeplj* barbed 
point, so that in piercing tho fish, if it 
goes in far enough, it cannot be easily 
got out, let tho fish be as ugly as he may. 
The iron is so arranged, in connection 
with a polo and cord, that the cord can 
be detached from the harpoon, the pole 
pulled back, and the harpoon left firmly 
fixed in the now maddened fish—the 
line, a very strong rope, 800 feet long, 
being fast to the iron and the other end 
secure on the vesseL This end is imme­
diately fastened securely to an empty 
barrel, which is then thrown overboard, 
and it marks the course and position of 
the enraged fish.

It also enables the vessel to send out a 
life boat to haul in, tire out and, if i>03- 
sible, capture the ugly fellow. And ugly 
he is, If he is a young fish. If he is old 
and heavy, he is much quieter—even 
with a harpoon in him. It is the 
younger, livelier fellows that arc so full 
of ugly courage—that attack nnd kill 
whales, and attack, indeed, pretty much 
everything in the ocean, unless it may 
be the sea serpent and the devil fish.

That they will attack a man, even a 
bather, who is in water not over his head, 
and kill him, too, unless he can make 
wonderful time iu getting into shallower 
water, was proved a few years ago in the 
case of a young Catholic priest who was 
attacked while bathing on tho California 
shore, in water just above his hips; lie 
was fearfully gashed and nearly killed 
before he could get ashore. Sometimes, 
in its fury at being harpooned, it rushes 
at the small boat and thrusts its ugly 
sword up through the boat's bottom. 
Woe to the man it hits I

Our harpooner fastened to a fish that 
was secured, as it happened, with little 
trouble, though the harpoon only pene­
trated a little way into his big carcass. 
He proved to bo "lO feet 6 inches long, 
and weighed undoubtedly 450 pounds. 
Much larger ones have been caught, but 
rarely. We also secured two others, not 
so large. And it was with the second 
one that there was an exciting time. Ho 
proved to be “a young man” among bis 
fellows, and an ugly young fellow, too.

Having him well harpooned, and the 
barrel going dancing at a great rate 
against the wind—for it is a curious mid 
hitherto unrelated fact that a swordfish, 
when harpooned, always rushes off to 
windward—the life boat put out to secure 
him after duly “playing” him. In it 
went a Block Islander belonging to the 
vessel, and two courageous passengers. 
By the time they reached the barrel, they 
were a mile from the vessel, and could 
be seen, with a glass, pulling in on the

They worked the fish a good while. 
When a swordfish, finding himself har­
pooned and hopelessly held, really gives 
up the fight, lie suddenly turns and goes 
to leeward. The men at tho line under­
stand what that movement means. They 
were still “playing” this fellow, and ex­
hausting him, when, having several 
times had him hauled in close to the 
boat, so that his blue figure was dis­
tinctly visible, and as often permitted 
him to go 100 feet off or more, some­
thing happened which caused the captain 
of the steam yacht a mile off, looking 
through his glass, to exclaim: “They’re 
in trouble 1 he has struck the boat!”— 
and to order an instant start for them.

He was none too soon. The enraged 
fish, withdrawing some sixty feet, had 
made ono of those arrowlike rushes upon 
the boat, which can be equaled in its 
velocity by no other fish in the sea. The 
sword pierced the bottom of the boat a 
little one side of the keel, near the center 
—coming up nearly two feet. Fortu­
nately men have learned ere now not to 
sit down in a boat engaged in hauling in 
a swordfish. By standing (as well as 
they can) their feet present a smaller 
surface, and hence a diminished chance 
of being hit. Lest year one man’s boot 
heel was partly hit, knocking him head­
long.

In the present instance one of the men 
had a narrow escape of hardly ten inches. 
But the men were saved. Indeed, the 
bçat, being a shell lifeboat, would hardly 
have sunk, although it was already half 
full of water and the men hard at work 
baling when the steam yacht reached 
them. The vicious fish was repeatedly 
lanced through the head and neck till he 
got comparatively quiet, when, in haul­
ing him up the side, with the harpoon 
purchase at the shoulder and the long 
grappling hook at the tail, a slipknot was 
successfully got over his wide forked tail 
—and then—we liad him. But for this 
last grip he would have turned the boat 
over. But the way he lashed the sea 
with that tail was a caution.—Hartford

Another Core for Insomnia.

may appear somewhat impracticable and 
far fetched, lias at least the advantage of 
simplicity. It is merely this: When you 
have tumbled and tossed about one bed 
until your pillow seems to be on fire and 
your sheets red hot, turn into another—I 
mean another bed. You will find the 
sheets and the pillow refreshingly cool, 
and it is probable at all events that you 
will go to sleep. The recipe is not in­
fallible, and it is of course necessary to 
have another bed to turn into, which is 
not always possible. But when practica­
ble it is worth trying: and if it fails one 
can always fall back on the undoubted 
fact that there is no universal cure for 
sleeplessness. What is one man’s meat 
is another man's poison."—Pall Mall 
Budget.

When hens are shedding feathers they 

often stop laying and grow fat. Most peo­
ple consider fat a sign of health. The fat­
tening of moulting hens, however, as with 
some people produces debility rather than 
health.

The food of moulting hens, if largely 
vegetable is fat-forming, and not required 
for growing feathers. Therefore corn-fed 
hens get very fat. They need more nitrogen

used all, and left no nitrogenous matter to 
form eggs. At this season, killing old hens 
and relying on young pullets is a great mis­
take; where people have a few hens and late 
pulle-a. Because, if properly fed the hens 
will have their plumage and lay well all 
winter; while the pullets unless specially 
treated may not commence laying until 
spring, when high prices for eggs have fallen 
one-half. Again an old hen’s egg will 
batch a more vigorous chicken» than a
