A few weeks ago, in clearing out the s of an old dnrl g
Nuneham Regis, Varwickshire, which hid been pulled down
all but the belfry tower, about 40 years since, we Uipaght it ne-
cessary 1o trench the whole space, that we might more certainly
mark out the boandaries of the buikding, as we wished to restore
it in some mensure, 1o its former state.
