SUNDAY TRAVELLING.
A sort of internecine war has broken out 

in Belfast on the subject of Sunday travel­
ling. Public opinion is divided as to the 
propriety of running tramcars on Sfindaye. 
On the one hand it is contended that the 
public demand for cheap locomotion justi­
fies the use of the oars, and that in London 
and Dublin they run on Sundays the same 
as on week days. Moreover, it is urged 
that in a great manufacturing community 
like that of Belfast it is desirable that every 
legitimate facility should be afforded to the 
dwellers in smoke and gloom to breathe 
the sweet country air, and passa few hours 
each week while the weather is fine amid 
the picturesque scenery in the neighbour­
hood of the town. The anti-tramcar sec­
tion of the community insist that it is a 
desecration of the Sabbath to employ men 
and horses unnecessarily upon that day, 
and that people who wish to reach the 
country should do so by means of the ap­
pliances for getting along provided by 
nature. A deputation was asked to wait 
upon the directors of the Tramcar Com­
pany to dissuade them from Sunday work, 
but it was refused an audience. Public 
meetings and animated newspaper discus­
sion followed, and the anti-tramcar party 
now propose a carious method of reprisals. 
It has certainly the merit of novelty, but 
it must be owned that it is altogether at 
variance with the principle by which the 
promoters profess to be animated. It is 
neither more nor less than to set up a Sun­
day opposition by means of cars, which at 
lees fares shall run the others out of the 
field.

HEAVY BANK ROBBERY.
A young man named Stafford, said to be 

a nephew of a member of the Gladstone 
Administration, who has occupied for some 
time the position of » clerk in the Bank of 
England, at Liverpool, was, on Wednesday 
afternoon, entrusted with notes to cancel 
previous to their transmission to London. 
The total amount of these represented 
something like £15,000, and perfect reli­
ance was placed in the official. But instead 
of cancelling the notes, he put them in a 
parcel and left the office with them in his 
possession. He did not return to his duties 
on the following day. This aroused suspi­
cious ; inquiries were made, and it was then 
ascertained that Stafford had absconded 
with tire whole of the large sum named. 
The matter was then placed in the hands 
•of the police, and Liverpool detectives were 
despatched in different directions in search 
■of tne runaway. The affair was kept a 
profound secret, and did not become gener­
ally known or talked about until Sunday. 
Stafford got a good start of the police, and 
although he was seen in London on Friday, 
he managed to elude the vigilance of the 
detectives ; and it is currently reported 
that he has gone to Spain, where he can re­
main secure from apprehension, as the ex­
tradition treaty between England and that 
■country has not yet been carried out 
Three thousand pounds of the notes have 
been recovered, but whether this is true or 
not we are not in a position to verify. Staf­
ford has left his wife behind him, and’ the 
lady knows nothing of the whereabouts of 
her husband.

SPECULATIONS ABOUT LORD DERBY.

The London correspondent of the Birm­
ingham Gazette writes :—“ I have been 
trying to ascertain the source of the ru­
mour which has been by this time toler­
ably well circulated that at the next gen­
eral election Lord Derby will throw in the 
whole of his Lancashire influence with the 
Liberal party, if, indeed, he does not join 
their ranks before the next electoral strag­
gle takes place.

FRIGHTFUL CATASTROPHE AT LIVERPOOL.
A terrible catastrophe occurred on the 

11th inst., at the Coliseum Theatre, Liver­
pool, resulting in the death of about forty 
persona and severe injuries to a great many 
others. It appears that the theatre, 
which is now used aa a music-hall, was, aa 
is usually the ease On Friday evenings, at­
tended by a crowded audience, comprising, 
it ia computed by the lessee, between 
4,000 and 5,000 persons, every inch of room 
being taken up, and, aa the audience at tile 
Coliseum is generally composed of rather a 
rough lot of people, a good leal of noise and 
occasionally uproar goes on. Last’bigh t 
was no exception to the rale. As Fred 
Coyne, one of the vocalists engaged at the 
hau, was on the stage singing a comic 
song, a free fight took place in a corner of 
the pit immediately under the jhllery. 
The disturbance increased in intensity, and 
as those who were taking part in it codld 
not be seen from every part of the house 
some excitement ensued, in the course of 
which some one seems to have raised the 
cry of “ Fire !” Upon this a great 
stampede occurred ; a rash was
made to the doors, and in a few 
minutes a large number of people were 
crashed under foot, unable to effect 
an exit from the building, the doors of 
which seemed all to have been closed. The 
scene, as described by eye-witnesses, was 
a fearful one. Although there are no leas 
than six available exits, everybody seems 
to have rushed to the one leading into 
Paradise street, and aa the free passage of 
the people is interfered with by an upright 
in the centre of the doorway, a complete 
block ensued. Hundreds rushed down 
from the gallery in precipitate haste, whilst 
others slid down the pillars on to tbs heads 
of those in the pit. In the meantime, the' 
attention of Inspector Buggy, who was 
peering at the time, had been called to the 
scene, and the alarm waa at the same time 
cent on to the fire station. Inspector Baggy 
and an officer made their way to the door-

Camels in Australia.—Camels and ele­
phants for Australia to help in explorations 
are now advocated.

In some localities they 
have been trained for draught purposes, 
and though better adapted to carry than to 
pull heavy loads, they are, by judicious 
treatment, made to haul enormous loads, 
averaging a ton for each animal. The use 
of trained elephants in Central Africa, 
where they are reported to thrive well on 
weeds and grass, has lately been resorted 
to with considerable success, and the con­
ditions in Australia are thought to be as 
favourable to them aa those of Africa.

Notwithstanding the police surveillance, 
the Nihiliste at St Petersburg have circu­
lated a pamphlet called “The Living 
Dead,” threatening instant death to their 
persecutors, and a regular revolutionist 
paper named Land and Liberty was an­
nounced to appear regularly after the be­
ginning of this month.

The deep adit level for the drainage of 
the Schemnitz mines in Hungary, com­
menced in the reign of the Emperor Joseph 
IL in 1782, was completed the 6th of last 
month. It is about lOj miles long, mostly 
in very hard volcanic rock, and intersects 
the mines at depths from 800 to 1,600 feet 
below the surface. The point where the 
junction of the last sections was effected is 
about 2,200 feet deep being under a moun­
tain mass.

A singular terrestrial phenomenon has re­
cently been noticed at Ortall, Italy, where 
the earth has fallen, until it ia now twelve 
or fifteen feet below its original level. In 
consequence of this freak of nature, the 
houses of the village are toppling over and 
the people have fled to the fields, and are 
npw living m huts with their families. A 
still stranger fact is that about 200 yards 
from the town the earth has risen to a 
similar height, and at times the ground 
has risen to rapidly as to make ita move­
ment visible.

The new cathedral on Fifth avenue, New 
York city, ia steadily approaching com­
pletion, and the stained glass windows are 
expected to soon arrive from Paris, where 
they formed a feature in the Exposition. 
Each of these stained glass windows will 
have,» plate glass window outside, the two 
being about three inches apart This has 
never been previously adopted in America, 
but is common in Europe. The cathedral 
has been thirteen years in progress, and 
nearly $2,000,000 have thus far been ra­
ce ted in what will be the grandest religious 

structure in America.

lately held in the Mausoleum of Augustus, 
at Rome, to consider what could be done

New Suspension Bridges at Niagara. 
—Mr. Benjamin Rhodes, superintendent of 
the new suspension bridge, is preparing 
drawings for two new cable suspension 
bridges to connect the Clark Hill island, with 
the Canadian main shore.

M. Thiers 
fought like a beau diable. M. Jules Favre 
wept, made tragic gesures, and no progess 
was made. Suddenlytl began talking in 
German, M. Thiers looked at me with an 
amazed air, and said : “ You know very 
well we do not understand German.” 
“Just so,” I said, “ when I discuss with 
men with whom I expect ultimately to 
come to an understanding, I speak their 
language ; but when I begin to see that it is 
useless to discuss with them, I sneak my 
own. Send for an interpreter.” The truth 
i», I was in a harry to settle matters. 
These tactics had a strange effect. M. Jules 
Favre extended hie long arms to heaven, 
hi» hair stood on end, and, concealing his 
face in his hands, he rushed into a corner 
of the room, pressing hie head against the

Death of Cardinal Cullen.
Cardinal Cullen died in Dublin on Thurs­

day. He waa born in 1806, and pro­
ceeded te Rome in hia twelfth year, 
where he studied and subsequently 
became a professor and ultimately 
Rector of the Irish College there. 
in 1849, on the death of Dr. Crolly, the 
Archbishop of Armagh, a difference of
opinion arose among the Irish suffragans 
as to the nomination of hia snooeeeor, and
the Pope, being appealed to, nominated Dr. 
Cullen. He was transferred to Dublin in 
1861, on the death of Dr. Murray? and waa 
proclaimed Cardinal ia June, 1866. He 
was the founder of the Catholic University 
of Dublin, and took a determined stand on 
all occasions against secular education. 
Deceased waa never popular with the Irish 
people, hia long residence in Rome having 
Italianized him. To the so-called National 
party he wee obnoxious by reason of hie 
intense hostility to the Fenian movement. 
He wae a man of great aad varied attain­
ment^ charitable, strict ia discharging the 
duties of hia high station, and ever faithful 
to the Church. He was the nude of Dr. 
Conroy, the Apostolic Delegate to North 
Amena», who died at St. John’s, N. F., 
some weeks ago. It ia probable that the 
cardinal»te will be bestowed on Dr. Mc- 
Hale, the venerable Archbishop of Team.

” In view ef this disposition by the Marquis him­

self of the only evening upon which the contem­
plated ball—for which preparations had been already 
commenced by your Committee—could have been 
given, and takinglurther into consideration theconbts 
and difficulties suggested by Sir Patrick Macdougall 
In a letter to the Mayor relative to the same, conse­
quent on the uncertainty of the date of arrival of 
the steamship Sarmatian, and the possibility of her 
Royal Highness being unable to attend, your Com­
mittee regret that they must recommend the 
abandonment of this, the only form of entertain­
ment which could be offered to their Excellencies at 
this season of the year.

Your Committee would recommend that on the 
second evening a torchlight procession should be 
organized aa an eeoort to his Excellency on the oc- 
uuion of the levee, and that there should be aa 
illumination ot the city, especially in that portion 
through which the cortege will pan, particulars ot 
which will hereafter be given, and in tee immediate 
proximity of the Provincial budding. A moat 
pleasing feature in the reception of hia Royal High­
ness the Prince of Wales,and also of his Royal High­
ness Prince Arthur was the massing of the chi Id res 
of tee public schools on tee Grand Parade, where 
tear Royal Highneseee halted while the National 
Anthem was song. Your committee, while feeling 
that tee present season to voir unfavourable to ope» 
air gatherings of children, will be glad if any sug­
gestions from those most intimately acquainted with 
the management of ear public schools by which 
the loyalty and good feeling ot the younger portion 
of the community may have an opportunity of dis­
playing itself.

It to left for your committee earnestly to urge 
upon all the societies, public organizations, and the 
citizens generally, to uae their best efforts io deco­
rating the streets and buildings, and to co-operate 
to the utmost of their power with the committees 
appointed for carrying out tee public decorations in 
order that the demonstrations of the loyal rejoic­
ings of the community may be as general and effect­
ive as possible.
