But once again a fierce
storm of persecution was stirred up
about them. The preseat Mikado,

tbey numbered 1,095,000. He
reckened the number of Protestants
as only 83,000 The Protestant
missionary reports for 1894, how-
ever, set forth that there were forty
two different societies in the mis-
sion field, and that they reckoned
140,000 communicante. Two years
aga_the Rev. Dr, Williamson, u
veteran Scotch missionary, very ap-
propriately remarked; something
must be done.
