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Strong Appeal
by Lloyd George.

The subject of outstanding import­
ance in to-day’s messages relates to the 
critical position of a portion of the 
Russian army which Von Hindenberg 
is endeavouring to isolate, the re­
ported underwriting of the Loan 
sought in the United States by the 
Adglo-French Commission, and the 
grave appeal of Lloyd George on the 
army issue. The success which is at­
tending Von Hindenberg’s movements 
show that the German advance in 
Western Russia has not been 
stemmed and that the situation is 
more serious than had been antici­
pated. The underwriting of a Five 
per cent, loan in the States for some 
600 to 800 million dollars is a matter 
of congratulations and should stem 
the trouble on the rate of exchange, 
but it is a matter for note that the 
Commission is agreeing to pay” a high 
rate of interest, viz., five per cent., 
which is. the rate the Canadian Gov­
ernment paid some little time ago for 
loans in New York. The most im­
portant feature of to-day’s news is 
the appeal of Lloyd George to give 
the Government a fair chance of dis­
charging its duty in determining
whether compulsory service shall be
instituted to swell the numbers of
the British Army. Affairs are going 
l adly in Russia, the Balkan situation 
is- much more adverse than it was in 
the early summer, little advance is re­
ported either on the Italian frontier 
or on the Gallipoli Peninsula. The 
only way to overcome the enemy,
Lloyd George contends, is for Britain 
to exert her full strength. He says 
that the Government has been gath­
ering in all the data available and are 
now earnestly pondering over it in 
order to come to a wise decision as 
to the best way to avail of that 
strength. He intimates that it may 
be that the only way that strength 
can be brought to bear in the task be­
fore us is by the establishment of na­
tional service by legal compulsion, 
and he appeals for the nation to give 
the Government a chance to decide 
wisely. The fact that the Govern­
ment has found it necessary to take 
up the question seriously shows that 
misgivings are entertained as to the 
sufficiency of voluntary enlistment to 
give the numbers required for Brit­
ain to aid her allies to win out. Win 
out the allies must in Europe or the 
world will be faced with a military 
despotism by Germany of a character 
worse than any known in history. 
Free institutions are faced with a men­
ace which will destroy them, if it be 
not overcome. The voluntary sys­
tem of recruiting must be equal to the 
task or compulsion must come. De­
lays are dangerous, and the words of 
Lloyd George will sober the nation 
and make the nation think. The in­
temperate agitation of the Times and 
the Daily Mail has so far only suc­
ceeded in raising equally intemper­
ate resentment from anti-eonscription- 
ists. The decision will have to be 
taken with a sole regard to facts and 
■Without a resort to passion. When 
the Government has examined its 
data, the decision of the Secretary 
of War, Lord Kitchener, backed by

Stranded Steamer

Fishery Report.
Sept. 11. From C. J. Rendell 

(Heart’s Content to Winterton)— The 
total catch is 1,360 qtls., with 570 for 
last week. Twelve dories and skiffs 
and 200 boats are fishing. Prospects 
are fairly good at Baccalieu, where 
the skiffs are fishing, but the hook 
and liners are doing nothing from 
the shore owing to scarcity of bait. 
Dogfish are plentiful and there is on­
ly a little herring for bait.

Sept. 11. From J. F. Williams (Bay 
Bulls South Head to Long Point.)— 
Codfish is scarce with the little her­
ring bait obtainable, but it is believ­
ed more would be caught if squid 
could be secured. Twenty dories and 
ten motor boats are fishing, and the 
catch to date is 12,185 qtls., with 90 
for last week.

Sept. 11. From F. R. Dinham 
(Eagle Point to Mall Bay.)—Fifteen 
dories and skiffs are out, but are do­
ing nothing. The total catch is 7,785 
qtls., and for last week 300. Pros­
pects are poor, and operations are 
hindered by rain, fog and S.W. winds.

Sept. 11. From W. Cunningham 
(Cape John to Indian Burying Place) 
—The total catch is 1,400 qtls., with 
100 for last week. Prospects are very 
poor, and there is no bait nor cod 
worth speaking of. The fishery all 
round is the worst on record. Five 
traps and 60 boats are fishing.

Sept. 11. From J. Butt (Bland Sa- 
hlon to ’Forteau.)-—The total catch is 
11,000 qtls,, but nothing was done 
last week, and the fishery is closed in 
this vicinity for the year. One or two 
boats are still fishing, and there is a 
little herring for bait.

Sept. 11. From J. F. Devereaux 
(Cape Race to St. Shott’s.)—The
catch to date is 10,050 qtls., and for 
last week 10. Twenty dori'es and 
skiffs are fishing. Two bankers and 
8 schooners from the local grounds 
arrived this week. There is no im­
provement in the fishery since last ' 
report, but cod is said to be fairly 
plentiful on the grounds. Bait is very 
scarce, there being none at the coves 
where the dories are fishing, though 
a little herring and lance is obtain­
able. «

Sept. 11. From T. Soper (Channel 
to Port aux Basques.)—Fourteen dor­
ies and one boat are fishing and the 
total catch is 485 qtls., with 30 for 
last week. There is sufficient squid 
for present use, but owing to dogfish 
being very numerous the fishermen 
are unable to give the grounds a trial 
and prospects are poor.
