But a stronger reason Yor this
people’s dislike to Confederation ap-
pears to be their dread of being un-
justly dealt with, and their rights, in
their full extent, neglected ordespised
by Canadians.
have agitated for months past were
these ; Whether Confederation would
strengthen or imperil their connection
with Britain ; how far the Dominion

* gariff would enhance the cost of impor-
gations, what effect the Commons’ leg-
islation would have on the fishery and
shipbuilding interests; would taxa-
tion be increased or diminished ?

or replenished under confederation ?
Phese were questions of vital impor-
tance to the Nova Scotians, and since
their reasonings and arguments upon
them did not conduee to a favorable
view of Confederation, they had a
right as freemen to do what they did
—give the scheme a constitutional
opposition. I'hey did this and they
did no more, and perhaps they would
have considered that they were not
#rue to themselves or their country if
they had not.

But they are reasonable people;
they will make no demands but for
justice, and there isnot the slightest
ground for a suspicion that it will be
denied thém ; and here there is the
strongest reason for believing that
their opposition to Confederation will
be merged and lost sight of forever.
Even if Mr. Howe still entertains an
adverse feeling, it is highly improbable
