| vice was perpetrated with unblushing ef- |

| frontery, liberty was lost, and virtue but
the shadow of a name. Men played such
pranks in the face of high Heaven as
might make angels weep, but all these
| things Luther had been singled out to
| transform. His" powers of intellect, his
strength of purpose, Lis steadiness of
| nerve, his ardent eloquence, and his love
for the Lord of Hoats fitted him peculiarly
for the task which lay before him. He

doing he shook the world to its foun-
dation. There was about him an in-
expressible daring that commands
our admiration. Alone and solitary
he stood forward to menace the atrocities
of the age, a true specimen of manhood
in its sterner Uevelopement. He was
born on the 10th November 1483. The
child was father to the man. In his
early youth he loved the supernatural
and mysterious,and bis conduct at school
was such as to earn him fifteen whip-
pings in one morning. But he soon dis
tinguished himself and at the early age
of fourteen was sent to a public school in
one of the larger towns, and here like
German students generally he weat from
door to door singing his ditties It was
while singing before the door of a wealthy
widow that his voice, his aspect so capti
vated the proprietress that she took him
in, and furnished him for four years with
the means of pursuing his studies. He read
voyaciously everything that came-in his
way — history, philosophy, logic, but
music had for him special charms. It
| was at this point in his career that some
| of his tiiends advised him to aban-
don the study of theology and take to
law, but here again Divine Province
‘ovcrrulcd. When he was 21 years of
| age, a companion was accidentally struck
| dead by his side and this induced him to
| think seriously of his end. It wasan
| age of monkery, when men lived in cells
and ate ashes, and he vowed to leave the
! world.  On the 17th of August, 1505 he
| entered an Augustine monastery. It was
about this time that a celebrated friar
had made the announcement that the con-
tents of a book called the New Testament
were spiritually poisonous. A copy of the
Scriptures fell into the hands of Luther
in 1507. Hitherto he had read only frag-
ments of them, and he felt the full force
of the expression, “ Art thou a master in
Israel and knowest not these thingg?”
He found italight to his path and he en-
tered on thestudy of it with characteristic
zeal, but the circumstances of his youth-
ful training,his early impressions,and his

position, for a long time made war with |
He had great struggles, |

his convictions.
and throughout the whole range of moral
regeneration we find no greater object of
sympathy than he,in the time of the con-
test. But he seized the promise and

held it with tepacity till he was safe on |
the Rock of Ages,when his whole life be- |

came a sublime consecration. He brought
the truth to bear on the Churh and found
her afected in all her ramifications. He
was sent as proctor to Rome to répresent
seven monusteries in a matter requiring
reference to the Pope, he went blind and
came seeing, and thought that “if there
was & hell, Rome was built overit.” In
short, he found that the successor of St.
Peter was “ His Holiness” in name more
than in estate. A Dominican friar, na-
med Tetzel, of loose habis, having been
permitted vhe sale of indulgences, Luther
challenged him to combat, but he being
worsted took refuge behind the Pope,
when Luther came down on the Pope
himself. Every eye was now fixed on
the contest. The Reformer driven to
the wall turued to bay, and Samson-like
resolved that if he must fall, not one of
his enemies would live to tell the tale.
But in the midst of all this strife, his old
spirit of melancholy would occasionnlly
creep over him, when he would have re-
course to the soothing influences of his
his voice or hLis lute. He was very play-
ful, and would readily enter into inno-
cent conviviality. He married a nun de.-
spite vows of eelibacy rashly made, and
the birth of anti-Christ! was predicted
from the union, but six rosy, chubby,
Jaughing Lutherans gave the lie to the
He was a devoted husband
and his home was happy, dimmed by one
dark cloud of sorrow, in the death of an
interesting little daughter named Mag-
dalene. The lecturer narrated some in-
cidents in the domestic life of Luther,
which, he thought, showed his great-
ness not less than some of his mightiest

victories. ~He grew weary of life, but
still sometimes grew sad in the contem-
plation of death. The hallucinations
with which he was troubled sometimes,
and which are on occasions speeringly
alluded 1o, were the necessary result of
his education and his studious habits. On
the 16th of April, 1521, Luther appeared
before the Diet of Worms, before
the King, the Princes of Germauy,
margraves and cther titled dignitaries,
and the Pope’s nurios. Crowds collected
on the streets and housetops to see him
pass, and no spot was vacant from which
a view could be obtained of the wonder-
| ful man who had set the world in com-
| motion. The Imperial Guards were
obliged to force a passage for him, and
| when he stoood in the presence of his ac-
| cusers he was interrogated thus: “ Dost
thou admit that thou wrote these booka?
Wilt thou retract what is contained in
them, or still persist in asserting it ?” and
after further questioning came the final
demand, “ Will you, or will you not re
tract ?” The answer was, “ I will retract
nothing ; I can give my life, my liberty
to my Emperor, but not my Bible. Here
Iam; I cannot do otherwise; God help
me. Amen.” That Amen formed the
sound at which the veil of the temple was
rent in twain, for Charles at that moment
sat on a spliting throne. The whole con-
| test assumed the shape of a public duel ;
all the potentates with their great power,
and the large mass of the people on one
side, and Luther alone on the other.
Nevertheless he stood firm and resolved
to return blow for blow. Further, he de-
termined to out-Pope the Pope, to return
excommunication for excommunication,
| and kindle bonfire for bonfire. On the
10th December, 1520, Luther appeared
| for the last time in his cowl outside the
walls of Wittemberg. An immense
crowd had assembled in virtue of notices
previously posted up requesting their at-
tendance. A huge pile of combustible
materials had been erected and one of the
oldest masters of arts applied the torch
to it.;Then as the flames leaped upwards
the great Reformer tossed into their
midst several popish works, and lastly
the Papal bull, pronouncing his own ex-
communication. - Thus the fire of Protes-
tantism was kindled and will not be
extinguished until it has respectably
lighted Popery from the world. A

the House of Hapsburg has been writ-
ten; they have outlived their own
means of existence. The principles for
which Luther contended are the master
elements in the world’s freedom, and are
revolutionizing Europe. They have
taught the ruler how to rule, and the
people how to be ruled, and in virtue of
them a disseverance is taking place be
tween civil and ecclesiastical institutions.

| father. She and the defendant had been

1867 that intimacy became of a criminal
! nature._ When she ascertained the result,
| and made known her condition to Stewart
he thought it wonld be best for her to re
move to some place where she was not
known, and in accordance with his wishes
she came to Guelph. Todo the defendant
justice he proved himself much more
manly than many have done under simi-
lar circumstances.
