Gomez was not to be found. He
had made his escape with those Indians
who had fled,

Bfforts were now made to extinguish
the flames, but it was useless to at-
tempt this so far as the wooden building
on which they laid hold was concerned.
T8 was a store house, filled with wood and
other inflamable material, and its frame
work and contenis had aow become too
far the prey of the flames to be rescued.
There was nothing for it, therefore, but
to let it burn itself out, and as fortunate-
ly it stood apart and at a considerable dis-
tance from the other buildings, there was
no danger of these being ignited. The
palisade was the only thing to which the
fire might spread, but to prevent this
they tore it down for several yards on
ecither side the burning house, and over
the gaps so prepared the fire could not
pass.

By this time the Indians were with sav-
age glee engaged in the horrid work of
killing the wounded Chickasaws and scal-
ping them, hanging the drippling gory
trophies at their belts with whoops of
trinmph, Philip and Jim turned sick and
shuddering from the disgusting spectacle,
but Steive, who had oftener seen such
barbarous practices, was not so greatly
moved

The prisoners, who had been one and
all bound with thongs, lay silent and
motionless in one corner, knowing well
the terrible fate for which they were re-
gerved, but disdaining to show any sign
of fear or to manifest anything but appa-
1ent indifference.

Meanwhile the women had come forth
{from their shelter, and the wounded
among the whites were being anxiously
attended to by them and the other set-
tleras They were fortunately few in num-
ber, and their wounds were not of severe
oharacter.
