tral Exhibiton is over, we think we
may safely congratulate its promoters
and friends on the success which has
attended it. If there was a slight
falling oft in the number of entries
in some classes there was a propor-
tionate increase in others ; 1f the at.
tendance was scarcely up to what it
was last year, it .is easily accounted
for by the unpropitious weather on
Thursday—the great day of the show
—and by the fact that the Provincial
comes oif next week  in Toronto,
which presents more attractions to
many visitors, especially to those liv-
ing within easy travel of the Queen
City. Stall, with all these drawbacks,
our Central Exhibition this year was
in all respects a success. The oner-
ous and varied duties connected with
it were efficiently performed, and the
whole business has now been reduced
to an excellent and thorough system,
The eobriety which prevailed was re-
marked by all, Thanks to the action
of the Directors and the vigilance of
Government Detective Smith, no in.
toxicating liquor was aliowed to be
sold, and we do not think that any
one the worse of liquor was seen on
the ground during the time of the
exhibition.

‘I'he Directors have promptly deci-
ded to hold the next Exhibition the
week before that on which the Pro.
vincial will be held, and no doubt
profiting by the experience which
they are gaining every year, they or
their successors will be able to sug-
gest improvements which will help
the success of the one to be held
next year. Some means should be
taken to ventilate the bulding,
which n the upper story gets very
hot and unhealthy when there is a
large crowd inside. Steps should
also be taken to secure forall visitors
a good view of the articles, by en.
forcing the rule that visitors should
move along slowly, and not obstruct
the view by sitting on the railing.

. | public will, no doubt, be duly con.
sidered at the proper time by the
Directors,

It w 1@ subject of remark by
many tl'zzu.he Toronto papers, if they
did not ennrel) 1gnore the Exhibi.

same policy is pursued towards any
institwtion that is supposed to con.
flict with these interests. The
Guelph Cent.al Exhibition, however,
cannot be killed by the neglect of
the metropolitan papers. Its popu-
larity is established or a permanent
basis, and though Toronto may ignore
it, the rest of the Province wi'l not.
