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a scandalous scurry
The scurry to safety of the mem­

bers of the Borden cabinet and some 
of the prominent members of the 
party supporting the premier is an 
appaffing scandal. The rush for -the 
bomfc-proof dugouts during a hot 
engagement is heroic conduct com­
pared to this mad. retreat of eminent 
Conservatives to the bomb-proof, 
lifelong jobs.

The members of the Borden gov­
ernment have spent much of their 
time in their dishonest task, of brand­
ing their opponents as disloyal. But 
what of the score or so of eminent 
members of the government who have 
left the front ranks to take rich posi­
tions, life jobs in the civil service?

Sir George Foster, not disgusted 
with politics, will retire to the 
senate.

A. C Boyce, M.P., of Algoma, is 
appointed to fill a vacancy which did 
not exist in the railway commission 
at $8,000 a year.

Dr. Clarence Jamieson, M.P., of 
Digby, replaces Dr. Adam Shor-tt on 
the civil service commission. This 
commission was the beginning of a 
sincere effort to remove the civil ser­
vice from politics. But an eminent 
Canadian educationist had to give way 
to a Tory member of parliament.

Hon. Dr. Roche, a member of the 
cabinet, leaves the work of an im­
portant position for a bomb-proof 
job at the side of Mr. Jamieson.

Col. Maclean, M.P., of Charlotte­
town, has 'been appointed controller 
of the mounted; police.

Gerald Brabazon, M.P., of Pontiac, 
has taken the position of inspection 
of storage dams on the Ottawa river.

Frank Shepard, M.P., of Nanaimo, 
has a somewhat similar position at 
the coast.

Claude Macdounell and several 
other members have been appointed 
to the senate.

Sir George Perley is to become 
high commissioner.

It is said that Hon. Mr. Burrell 
will be appointed clerk of the house 
or to some such position; that Hon. 
Mr. Crothera will be made a judge, 
and that Hon. Frank Cochrane will 
be appointed to some post on the 
C.N.R.

And this does not include them 
all.

At this time when Canada is in 
need of her strongest and most ex­
perienced sons in parliament, these 
men scurry to well-feathered nests.

Britain and Canada at this time 
expect every man to do his duty. 
This is a time of special effort and 
special sacrifice. Canada expects the 
better positions to be reserved to 
the heroes who return from the front 
incapacitated from further action.

And what do we see? A ‘band of 
government favorites capturing all 
the good jobs.

That is a sidelight upon the methods 
of -the present administration.

A man who cannot guess well has 
no right to write very much about 
the political situation in Canada.

If there is much more delay in the 
holding of an election, it is possible 
thalt the war will be over and the 
soldiers back in Canada.

Every western man of any con­
sideration has been suggested as 
memiber of ithe union government 
with the exception of one, Lucien 
Boudreau.

THE SLACKER WEALTH
When R. B. Bennett informed an 

audience of women in Calgary that 
conscription of wealth was now prac­
tically in force in Canada, he may not 
have been speaking for the govern­
ment, but he was defending the pol­
icy of the administration.

There is no conscription of wealth 
or anything like conscription of 
wealth in Canada. Canada has made 
no move towards the most moderate 
form of wealth conscription. It has 
not gone as far in that direction as 
the United States.

Compare Canada and Britain.
The taxation since war began in 

Great Britain has increased from $18 
per head! to $61 per head. Of this 
average $61 which every man, woman 
and child pays annually to the gov­
ernment, $50 is collected by direct 
taxation, namely, income tax, excess 
profits tax and death duties of in­
heritance tax. •

This is to some extent conscription 
of wealth. An indirect tax comes 
from the people.

Now what has Canada done? For 
the year ending last March, Can­
ada’s revenue reached $232,000,000, of 
which $12,500,000 came from direct 
taxation, and $219,500,000 from in­
direct taxation.

Britain’s revenue is made up -by 82 
per cent of direct taxation on wealth, 
and 18 per cent on indirect taxation, 
which falls upon the people.

In Onada only 5 1-2 per cent of 
the revenue is from wealth, and 
94 1-2 per cent comes upon the peo­
ple. The wealth of the country is 
paying for the war in Britain. The 
wealth of the country is paying for 
no share of the war in Canada.

The wealth of the country is the 
biggest slacker in Canada.

GOVT. CONTROL
President Wilson Will Issue 
Order, Placing 20 Differ­

ent Commodities on 
Control List

Wa'shlrug-ton, Oct. 1-0.—Virtually all 
the staple foods consumed by the Am­
erican people will he put under gov­
ernment control on November 1.

The food administration announced 
that within a few days, President Wil­
son will issue an order requiring that 
manufacturers and distributors of 
twenty fundamental foods operate un­
der license restrictions designed to 
prevent unreasonable profits and to 
stop speculation and hoarding.

Regulations will bë prescribed for 
meat packers, cold storage houses, 
millers, cannens, elevators, grain deal­
ers and wholesale dealers and retail­
ers doing a business of more than 
$li00,000 annually in the commodities 
to be named.
