Another pre-
veutative is spraying thoroughly just
before the warm weather sets in, in
early spring, with a good spray pump
something like the one manufactured
at Aylmer, that has ease of operation,
and force that will drive the liquid
into those small pores and seams, and
destroy by eating up the germ before
it gets established in its new home.
The safest and only reliable cure is
by cutting out, and the sooner this is
done after it is discovered the better,
as the fruit will not amount to much
on the end of a limb where there is a
big knot, and by severing it early in
its growth one saves the limb from
becoming entirely ruined by the germ
being conveyed down the limb, aod
requires to be cut a long way below
the real knot, as by cutting just below
it the germs or spores are very much
in evidence: therefore, the earlier and
farther down the limb is cut the better
results. Let it be remembered that
the burning of the branch or knot is
very essentiai, as it will develope
after the branch is cut and spread
pearly or quite as bad layiug on the
ground as in the tree. This is the
reason the government has embodied
in the act that they must be burned,
subject to a penalty not less than §$2
or more than $20 for first offence.
