During the 
year 436 services had been laid at an 
average cost of $8 28, making a total of 
6,170 services. There were now in use 95 
meters and sixteen hydraulic hoists with 
register attachments. The collections had 
been good, the prepayments for water rates 
being in excess of the arrears.

The detailed statement of revenue and 

expense was submitted. The former 
amounted to $65,541 87-$52,915 35 as 
water rates from consumers, $12,305 as 
rates from city and $321 52 as interest.
