1,000,000 enumerators in 25 days. In 
Canada the staff of enumerators numbered 
4,300 persons. These had to traverse the 
immense area of Canada by every imagin­
able method of locomotion. A steamer 
with enumerators on board traversed the 
deep indents of the Pacific Coast line as far 
as Alaska, thence to Queen Charlotte is­
lands, to enumerate the people. Pack horses 
were required in the mountain region of the 
same province to carry the enumerators and 
their portfolios through the valleys which 

along the hills of the Rockies. Dog- 
trains were a necessity in Saskatchewan.
To obtain the population on the northern 
slopes of the height of land in Ontario and 
Quebec, £ canoe expedition started from 
the headwaters of the Lievre river to go by 
lake and river and portages to Albany river 

. at James’ bay. Camping outfits and canoes 
were needed to enable tn 
take the population in the Nipissing dis­
trict, just behind ’thé “ height of land.”
The enumerators in Manitoba had now to 
foot it, now to go by buckboard and now by 
boat, and in one instance the man, losing 
himself, had to save his own life by slaying 
and eating his horse. Many townships in 
Algoma had to be taken by slow and toil­
some pedestrianism. For the north shore 
of the Gulf of St. Lawrence a schooner had 
to be chartered, the enumerators put on 
board and dropped at different points till 
the Straits of Belle Isle were reached, from 
which point the schooner^ was directed to 
the Isle of Anticosti, tho census of which 
having been taken the schooner returned to 
the straits and sailed along the coast, 
picking up the enumerators and returning 
to the mouth ot the Saguenay river. Delay 
is therefore inevitable. No time limit can 
be given the enumerator.

advices report the total destruction by fire 
of the British steel ship Carr Rock, 589 
tonf register, owned in Glasgow, and built 
in 1889.

FOR MEN ONLY!Albany, N. Y., Sept. 2.—The Prohibi 
tion state convention opened here, this 
morning, with 700 delegates. present. Over 
1,500. people,. including several hundred 
ladies, were present when the convention 
was called to order. H. Clay Baecom, 
temporary chairman, made an address, at 
the conclusion of which be appointed the 
usual committees. Bascom, in his address, 
assailed both the Democrats and Republi­
cans alike, and berated the national and 

- state governments. At 1 o’clock a recess 
was taken until 2:30 p.m.

When the convention re-assembled, a 
telegram, not signed, and dated New York, 
September 2, addressed to “The Prohibition 
Convention,” was read, as follows :

Gentlemen—We, the wine, liquor and beer 
dealers of the state, in convention assembled, 
tender you the assurance of our most profound 
consideration in the outcome of your délibéra- 
Lions.

This caused some excitement and various 
motions were made.

Rev. C. A. Mead suggested that be would 
like to send the beer dealers’ convention 
this verse of an old hymn for them to sing : 

And are-we wretches still alive !
And do we yet rebel ?

Tis wondrous, 'tis amazing grace,
That we are out of hell

•Mr. Mead was appointed a committee to 
frame and answer a telegram.

OMe authority on the subject 
estimates ° that at least 15 to 20 carloads 
were brought here during the year, of the 
value of about $40,000. Other merchants 
confirmed this statement, remarking that 
net a few families preferred it to the fresh 
article. The hotels are very large con­
sumers, as the preserved product is cheaper 
and goes much further, it being for many 
culinary purposes quite as good as the 
natural cow’s milk. One of the city grocers 
states that he is in the habit of selling from 

to 25 dozen cans per week to 
his ordinary

prefer it as infants’ food, the process of pre­
paration having removed from it the ele- 

ts which disagree with some children. 
Then the single men who occupy cabins 
find it convenient to keep it, as it does not 
go soar on their hands, and is for their tea 
and coffee all that they require.

Of course, the estab- 
ment of such an institution would material­
ly augment the dairy industry and induce 
farmers from the East to settle on this side, 
since, with a more liberal supply * of the 
lacteal fluid, its consumption would, in a 
very material way, be enlarged.
