Whereas, The present cabinet has been 
constructed in disregard of such principle 
and does not represent or possess the

Resolved, That theJegislatnre hereby ex­
presses its want of confidence in the present 
cabinet.

WHITE AND BLACK.
Race Troubles in Arkansas—Several Persons 

Killed—Many Wounded.

Pine Bluff, Ark., Sept. 20—An Associ­
ated Press correspondent has, received the 
first reliable information to-night from the 
scene of the race war in Calhoun county. It 
dates back six months, when a colored 
woman was whipped by whites for insulting 
a white woman. Trouble has been brewing 
ever since, and the negroee have been re­
cently organized with the alleged purpose 
of killing all the whites. The white people 
learned of the movement, and a posse went 
in search of the negroes. They met last 
Saturday, and five negroes were killed 
outright and a white man wounded. Jim 
Harrison, the colored leader of the negroes, 
was hanged. As there is nothing new 
from there to-day it seems the matter has 
quieted down. The trouble was hastened 
to a crisis by rows at election time, and one 
Unsill, a white man, is charged with en­
couraging the negroes in their aggressions.

Little Rock, Ark., Sept.21—A special to 
the Gazette from Thornton, Ark., Says the 
negroes who were arrested in Calhonn 
county have made affidavits that the object 
of the organization was to kill Sheriff Tom­
linson, Clerk Means and several other citi­
zens.

Portland, Sept. 21.—When the present 
term of office of Lient’-Gan. Underwood ex­
pires next year, the “army headquarters’ 
of ihe LO.O.F., with all the military offices 
above those of department of state com­
mandera, will be abolished, and each patri­
arch militant branch of the order, will be 
placed under control of "the state encamp­
ment within whose jurisdiction it is located. 
This action was taken by the Sovereign 
Grand Lodge this afternoon, and was ac­
complished by adopting the report sub­
mitted by a special committee appointed a 
year ago to investigate the 'army headquar­
ters” feature of the order and sug*t 
whether it is any longer a necessity. The 
committee found that the system has ac­
complished its mission and has become too 
expensive a luxury to be borne by the che­
valiers. It represents taxation without 
representation and arbitrary power be­
stowed by law upon those high in 
authority, and court-martial without 
method of redress, not in harmony with 
the principles of Odd Fellowship, all of 
which have become unnecessary with the 
removal of the cause that called them into 

inÿ, and have produced disquiet, apathy 
and mdifference, and in some quarters have 
awakened strong opposition to a system of 
government no longer necessary. A de­
termined demand was made for return to 
former conditions and relationships, and the 
less expensive methods given to other 
branches of the order, thus bringing the 
civil and military subordinate bodies in 
closer tonoh and sympathy with each other, 
and lightening the burdens that the present 
system necessarily entails. By “ army 
headquarters” is meant the Lieutenant-
