Wail Street Recovers From the

Wiid Panic of Thursday’s
Scramble,

And Prices Go Up Buoyantly
in Response to the Re-
action.

Action of Banks and Arrange-
ment of Northern Pacific
AHayed Alarm.

New York, May 10—Wall Street
emerged from its gloom this morhbing,
and with growing confidence in the day,
with something like  buoyant elation.
Prices of stocks went up with a rush at
the last closing at about the top and with
the net losses left after year’s session
pretty largely recovered, There ivere
seme clouds remaining on the situation
this morning, and some natural trepidity
lest the violent collapse of yesterday
should have left some casualties which
would not be disclosed until the clearing
house sheets of the stock exchange had
been made up. “Harly in the day the offi-
clal announ€ement was made that the
sheets of all the members of the ex-
change had been cleaned perfectly and
that all their checks had been homnored.
This relieved the tast feeling of appre-
nension and the feverish and earnest
signs which were manifest in the stock
market during the first hour disappear-
ed. Things quieted down into a condi-
tion of business such as has been wit~
nessed in Wall Street for many weeks,
The measures taken over night to clear
the situation left little to fear. The
agreement to allow the shorts in North-
ern Pacific to settle at 150 really went
to the root of the crisis and wiped out
the impelling caunse of yesterday’s panic.

The announcement by the banks that
yesterday’s loans which had been pro-
vided by agreement amongst the lead-
ing institutions of the street would not
be called today, kept the situation free
from additional tension. During the day
it was announced by some of the banks
that loans which had been placed in
vesterday’s excitement had been wolun-
tarily paid off by the borrowers today,
and the collateral taken up and deliver-
ies made with it. With these threaten-
ing conditions removed, a redound in
prices was natural. The extent to
which it ran was, however, a surprise
and was attributed to wvarious causes.
There is no doubt that amongst those
heavy losers in yesterday’s slump were
many of ample resources who viewed
the situation with a sperting instinet
and a- determination to. recoup losses by
folloxaing, £hn I'Ma, f? ;
lar belief that s.ncgf e We
tentates who were admittedly forced to
“walk sideways” duringla portion of
vesterday’s events, were again in the
market this aftermoon in a .bold attempt
to retrieve their losses.

The obvious leadership of the move-
ment of Union Pacific and the South-
western group gave ground for the con-
jecture that it was based on benefits ex-
pected to accrue to Union Pacifie from
a control of Northern Pacific, a con-
trol which was still stoutly claimed to-
day, but as emphatically denied by the
Hill-Morgan parties. It was remarka-
ble that the breaking of the cormer in
Northern Pacific by the settlement with
the shorts at 150 brought almost no
stock upon the market, as is the rule
after the culmination of the corner.
There is usually a scramble to get out
on the part of the longs after the set-
tlement comes. But it is evident® that
the contesting parties in Northern Paeci-
fic are not yet prepared to let go of a
single available share of the stock. The
settlement with the shorts progressed to- |
day at the offices of both Kuhn Loeb and
J. P. Morgan & Co., and it is probable
that only the completion of the settle-
ment will reveal how much of the pur-
chases of stock made by the two parties
within the last week can be delivered.

The removal of the overshadowing
fear from the market and the quotations
for the Northern Pacific on the tape
at 150 still further allayed the appre-
hensions, The stock sold at $200 for
cash afterwards, but the progress of the
settlement with the shorts at the offices
of the conflicting interests in Northern
Pacifie prevented, any+ further distur-
bance on that grgund. ‘The measures
taken by the banks which placed heavy
loans in the Street yesterday and their
decision not to call the loans today com-
pleted the tranquilization influences.

The market closed stromg at the top,
with a feeling of relief over tomorrow’s
impending holiday. 'The gain extended
in Union Pacific te 22, 8t.

Combine 0
Retail Grocers

Vancouver 8cheme Is Favored
By a Majority of the
Trade.

Will Reduce Number of Stores to
lacrease  Amount of
. Profits.

From Our Own Correspondent.

Vancouver, May 10.—A meeting of re-
tail grocers called to consider the advisa-
bility and practicability of. forming a
combine, took place last night, and af-
ter the matter was laid before them by
the promoters of the scheme, and dis-
cussed and criticized at great length,
a vote was taken, which resulted in
showing a substantial majority of those
present in favor of the combine. Very
briefly, the plan is to reduce the stores
now doing business to about one-third
of the present number; as an ex_am_ple,
the total expenses of thirty prineipal
stores according to the business now be-
ing done has been estimated after care-
ful consideration to be $17,071, against
the estimated expenses of eleven stores
serving the same number of cugtome_ts,
of $8,495, thus showing a saving of
$8,700 a month to thirty merchants en-
gaged in: the grocery business. It is
! these eleve

thém  nearly: thré
stores will be up to date in every particu-
lar, and have a butcher shop’ connect-
ed with cach establishment, and there
will be one executive head oyer, the en-
tire business. The promoters of the
scheme lay great stress onm the asser-
tion that econsumers will benefit by the
combine, Théy assert that the combine
is. an assured fact; that only one of the
larger firms of the city has decliped to
enter it. < And it only remains for these
firms to put their names to a legal agree-
ment, now being drawn up for their sig-
nature, before preliminary arrange-
thents are made towards amalgamation.
The services of an organizer will be se-
cured, and no stone left unturned to
bring the combine to a successful is-
sue in six months’ time.  There are
some twenty firms in the city ready to
sign the legal agreement, which repre-
sents most of the . capital involved in
the grocery business here, 'and these
twenty firms believe that the moment
their signatures are affixed to the agree-
ment there ‘will be nothing else for the
other grocers to do but to fall in line, as
the ‘combine would so reduce prices to
the consumer, besides increasing their
own profits, that it wonld be the great-
est folly for those outside the combine
to remain outside. There are of course
those who are strongly opposed to the
combine. They say it is a dream, im-
practicable and impossible of ;e_ahzatxon.
and therefore .nnWOrthy of serious con-
sideration. The promoters answer ‘“‘time
will show.” i

Steamer Princess Louise, Cdpt. Sears,
which sdiled ‘from here early on Friday
morning for northern British Columbia
ports, heavily laden with freight and
with 25 passengers, ran ashore at 11840
p.m. on'Friday night on a ledge off Bare
island, a small” rocky isle lying about
200 or 300 feet off the southeast extrem-
ity of Thormanby island, in the Gulf of
Georgia, south of Texada island, and
divided from Seechelt peninsula by Wel-
comes pass.:

It is not thought, however, that the
Louise will be a total loss.. Capt. John
Irving, who was a passenger, reached
Nanaimo' at noen yesterday after spend-
ing eleven hours in an open beat in a.
drenching rain. He was rowed to Na-

naimo by four of the erew of the steam-
er, and gave the first news of the wreck
in telegrams to the company’s officials.
Three hours after he reached Namaimo
Purser Moxon and the passengers who
went from here arrived at the Coal City
on the tug Falcon, which was bound to
a logging camp on Texada from Van-
couver, and went to the assistance of the
Louise when hailed. They left ‘the
stra_nded steamer at noon ' yesterday,
having remained with her for twelve
hours, and after being landed at Na-
naimo by the Falcon came down last’
night pn the E. & N.-train, ' Inetuded
among those who arrived were Cipt.
John Irving and C. W. D. Clifford; who
were bound to Princess Royal;  E. G.
Tilton, E.- A, Wadhams, Robt. Woods,
H. Keynton, of Manson creek, and
daughter, Mrs. Wilson of Alert Bay,
Purser Moxon, and: Messrs, Oliver and

The Princess Louise was on her way
to Marble Bay on Texada island, for
which port she had a big consignment of
supplies, when -the accident ' occurred.
The vessel was some seven miles from
Texada, but an opening being seen* be-
tween Tormanby island and Seechelt
penir}sula, the vessel was steered for the
opening,
The master was below at the time.
The steamier was some seven miles from
Texada, but was thought to'be near the
island, whilst in reality she was heading
for Welcome Pass, between Seechelt
peninsula and Thormanhy island.- When
the true position .vas seen it was too
late to avoid theé mishap. * The engines
were stopped and reversed, but she had
such headway that she ran on and push-
ed her forefoot wéll up on the rock. It
was from 10 to 30 minutes of high wa-
ter when she struck, and the ledge is
stated to be uine feet below ‘water at
high tide. The steamer was drawing
12 feet and a half, and being heavily
laden forward she was yvell down by the
head. The concussion was not great,
and although most of her passengers had
retired there wad not much exeitement.
‘When the clangor of the ehgine bells
were heard and the shock of striking the
reef felt, the passengers dressed and
came out on deck, but there was no
scene of any kind. /

She
will embark the shipwrecked passengers
here and will then proceed to the scene
of the wreck to load what ecargo she
can from the Louise or Maudé. Capt.
Troup, who arrived in Vancouver yes-
terday morning. from  Seattle after at-
tending the ‘steamship meeting there, is
understood to have already proceeded to
the wreck.

Qapt. John Irving, whose trip in the
open boat from the wreck to Nanaimo
was made in a drenching rain, was hot
near dead from exposure and cold as re-
ported in despatches to the evening pa-
per, but he and the four oarsmen had
a hard trip. THe wind carried them out
of their course and they brought up near
Nanoose. Capt. Irving had an -oilskin
coat, but the sailors mot being so for-
tunate were drenched through. The

¢on, which returned to the wreck after
landing her passengers at Nanaimo.
