The select committee appointed to in­

quire into the changes made by Mr. 
8awere against Mr. J. D. Graham, gold 
commissioner of Atlin, resumed its sit­
ting yesterday morning.

Mr. Sawere brought his case to a close 
with the evidence of Mr. James Stables, 
iM. P. P., and the case for the commis­
sioner was opened. In the absence of 
Mr. Belyea, Mr. Graham examined 
of Ms witnesses himself, but towards the 
close of the long cross-examination of 
this witness, he asked the committee to 
adjourn to the following day, when Mr. 
Belyea would 'be present.

Mr. Stables, M.P.P., corrected an item 
of Ms estimates given on the previous 
day, which reduced the estimate of the 
total cost of the buildings purchased by 
Mr. Graham to $480. He stated that 
Ms estimates were based on the price of 
•lumber and labor In 1600. It the price 
of lumber in 1801 was that stated by 
Mr. Sawer, the cost of the buildings 
would be reduced still further.

Mr. Sawere made a statement that he 
estimated the reduced cost to he about 
$406 for the two buildings according to 
Mr. Stables’ figures.

Mr. Sawere then closed Ms case. The 
questions which he would ask the com­
mittee to consider were: (1) Did Mr. 
Graham own either TO both of the build­
ings? (2) If not, had he any interest in 
them? )3) Were there other suitable 
buildings procurable in Atlin? If so, at 
what price?" (4) Was it advisable to pur­
chase these buildings, or any? (5) Did 
Mr. Graham state that he was lending 
the 'buildings for hospital purposes ? (6) 
What was the fair market value of the 
buildings at the time of their purchase ?

William Vickers, examined by Mr. 
Graham, said that he was in Atlin in 
the early part of ’99. He was the ori­
ginal owner of the two buildings in At­
lin, one of wMch was the larger of the 
two buildings purchased for jthe jsoia- 
tion hospital. These buildings cost Mm 
rather more than $900 to have erected. 
They were about the same size. -In the 
fall of ’99 he sold both . buildings for 
$1,120, or thereabouts. The price in­
cluded the squatter’s right. He took the 
first scarlet fever patient to the hospital; 
the other people were scared of the job. 
He was present at an interview between 
Mr. Graham and Dr. Lewis, the medical 
officer. Dr. Lewis, at that interview, 
said that a tent would be too cold for the 
fever patient, ‘He wanted a warm 
building. Mr. Graham asked witness to 
look round the town for a suitable build­
ing. and he made some inquiries. A Mrs. 
McKenzie, who owned a good, large 
house, iwanted too big a price, $2,500, 
or more. He was present at another in­
terview a few days later between Mr. 
Graham, Dr. Lewis and Dr. Young. Dr. 
Lewis still persisted that they should 
have a warm building for the patients, 
hut Dr. Young thought that a tent would 
do very well, and this was eventually 
agreed to. The building purchased was 
a good one, and he did not know of any 
other suitable building in Atlin that was 
available at the time.

By Mr. Garden—The purchaser of the 
two buildings he had sold in the fall of 
’99 was IMr. Graham. ,<

Cross-examined by Mr. Sawere, the 
witness stated that the sale was partly 
a cash transaction. He had owed Mr. 
Graham a considerable snm of money, 
which Mr. Graham had put up for Mm 
in the Kootenay country, and some of 
this was deducted from the purchase 
money tor the buildings. He had been 
acting recorder and acting chief consta­
ble at Atlin. He was not a carpenter 
and could not give estimates in regard to 
the cost of his buildings, hut he remem­
bered that they took sonee 4,500 feet of 
.lumber. The roughest lumber cost him 
$100 per thousand, and for some lumber 
used he paid from $120 to $150 per thou­
sand. He had heard Mr. Wilkie’s evi­
dence. He did not know Mr. Wilkie at 
all, but he thought that the statement 
of that witness that there were lots of 
suitable buildings vacant was untrue. 
He knew about most of the buildings in 
Atlin, so that he did not actually have 
to examine them when he looked round 
the camp for-a building for the hospital. 
There were a number of little shacks va­
cant, hut they were only about fit for 
dogs.

Mr. Sawers then cross-examined wit­
ness in regard to Ms place of abode "n 
Atlin, and where he was in the habit of 
taking his meals.

Mr. Rogers objected to this course, as 
it did not hear upon the charges.

Mr. Sawers said that he was just 
coming to a fine point. He wished io 
show where Mr. Bickle livdd and mss.i- 
ed.

Atlin has rich mines. One of the oom- 

I.allies hydranlicing its creeks has re­
fused an offer of one million dollars for 
their property. About two years ago a 
young man with a resolute countenance 
walked jnto the office of Senator William 
Mason, in the " Home Insurance build­
ing at Chicago and coolly informed him 
that only $100,000 was needed to con­
vert a mountain of dirt in the Atlin, B. 
C.,’ country into gold. At first the Sen­
ator was amazed at the man’s appear­
ance and statement, but-a brief conver­
sation caused him to make an investiga­
tion. The result was that the money 
was forthcoming and today mining im­
provements have been made in the vicin­
ity of the mountain to an extent that an 
offer of $1,000,000 for the property was 
refused.

Senator Masoq,’s visitor was Albert A. 
Johnson, a former common councilman 
of West Superior, Wis. He was at one 
time worth $100,000, hut met with re­
verses and lost all Ms money in real es­
tate deals in the panic of 1893. Then 
he went to the North to redeem Ms 
fallen fortunes. His success is attested 
by the fact that he found an oppor­
tunity in Atlin, B.C., proved the advan­
tages df investment to leading financiers 
of the country and secured the capital 
necessary to the fulfillment of Ms plans 
and has now built a hydraulic plant in 
the British Columbia gold, field.

Johnson will leave Seattle" today on 
the Humboldt for Atlin. In an inter­
view given in Seattle, he said:

T went to Alaska in 1898,” he said, 
‘Svifh four jnen and ah outfit, intend­
ing to cross the Valdes glacier and get 
into the Copper River country. We 
wandered around for four months, threw 
our packs away long before reaching 
Tanana river. Without finding gold. 
When we got hack to the coast scurvy 
and rheumatism had reduced me almost 
to a skeleton.

“Then I strucK into the country 
again, this time alone, and went 
south from Lake Atlin. I took out some 
gold and as fast as men got tired of 
working in the flooded country and left, 
•I bought their claims and hired men to 
work them. I sent out of the country 
for books on geology, of wMch science 
I was entirely ignorant, and studied 
hard. Study and prospecting told me 
the monntainons sides of Spruce creek 
must contain gold in large quantities. I 
saw that water would have to he piped 
over cunyons and carried on trestle 
work for two miles. I acquired title to 
a mountain of dirt aud went to Chicago 
to see Senator Mason.

“He interested capital iu the project 
and an engineer was sent to investigate. 
The engineer reported that there Was 
plenty of gold there,' but that it would 
not 'he possible to get rid of the tailings 
by hydraulic wasMng and that the mas­
sive machinery requir&d could nut he got 
in over the mountains. I beat the en­
gineer to Chicago and saw Senator Ma­
son first. He concluded to make a trial 
and gave me the money to take in 150 
tons of machinery.

T finally managed to get the people 
building the railway over the White 
Pass to construct a special scow for 
Lake Atlin. 
contractor, pnt in nine miles of narrow- 
gauge track for me. Some of the tubing 
for the pipeline was 40 inches in diam­
eter and all the joints 17 feet long. We 
had to straighten a trail for nine miles 
from Atlin to get the machinery aud 
material on the ground.

“Now we have 4,200 feet of flnme 
constructed, part of it on trestle work 
40 feet high, 1,600 feet of ditch dug and 
2,350 feet of pipe laid down to the 
1,000-foot sluice box laid at 
the mountain. A water plant has been 
installed to generate electricity for 
handling the derrick and to furnish light.

When I touched the lever and turned 
on a six-dtich stream, driven with a force 
equal to 1,800 horse-power,' last October 
1. the noise made as the side of the 
mountain was tqrn away was about as 
great as anybody ever heard in that re­
gion. We own 300 acres in that dis­
trict now, and I have been selected as 
general manager of the concern known 
as the Columbia Hydraulic Mining com­
pany. It is. incorporated under the laws 
of the state of Washington. One of the 
noted capitalists now interested is Peter 
Kimberley, the iron magnate,- of Scran­
ton, Pa. ;

“An offer of $1,000,000 for the proper­
ty has been refused. During the com­
ing season the intention is to put in an­
other plant above the one now in oper­
ation. I expect so much money td be 
taken out of the property this season 
that I would not care to name it. Peo­
ple would say I was exaggerating for 
effect.” \

RUSSIAN CONSPIRACY.

Letter in Murderer’s Pocket Points to 
Larger Plot.

St. Petersburg, April 24.—While Bal- 
ascheff, the man who assassinated the 
minister of the interior, M. Sipiaguine, 
on April 21, was recalcitrant through­
out the preliminary examination, his tes­
timony developed the significant fact 
that in his pocket he had a sealed en­
velope addressed to M. Pobiedonosseff, 
the chief procurator of the holy synod. 
It is inferred from the finding of this 
envelope that had M. Pobiedonosseff 
gone to the ministerial office on April 11, 
the day Mf Sipi&guine was assassinated, 
he would have been killed instead of the 
minister of the interior. It is a fact that 
the chief procurator of the holy synod 
was to have gone to the ministerial of­
fice that day and that only chance pre­
vented his doing so.
