NOTHING PARTIOULARLY NEW.

Sir John Gives Some Shreas of Informs,
mation Regarding the Northwest.
Orrawa, April 2.—In the house of com-
mons this aftermoon, in amswer to Mr.
Blake, Sir John Macdonald said that there
was nothing particularly mew from the
Northwest. Some of the houses outside
Battleford had been plundered and the
food taken away, The officers at Battle-
ford fired a few ‘shots and the Indians ran,
away. There was no communicatiol
from Col. Irvine, the Saskatchewan
being impassable, He had receiveg
a telegram from Lieut.-Governor Dewdney
stating that all was quiet along the line,
The Indian chief Piapot had assured him
(Gov. Dewdney) that he would remove his
men out of danger’s way, 80 as to show his
loyalty to the country. The first minister
said that Mr. Royal had informed him
that he was going to the west, and that
during his absénce he might be able to see
some of the half-breeds and be able to
pacify them, but he had no instruc-
tions from the government whatsoever.
He (Sir John) did not know if there were
any arrangements made for chaplainz to
accompauy the volunteers.

Sir Richard Cartwright read a telegram
