MIGHT HAVE HAD 22,000 WIVES.

Paul du Chaillu’s Story of Some of Hig
Adventures in Africa:-

Paul du Chaillu recently lectured at
Washington on *‘The Dwarfs and For-
ests of Central Africa.” The Star says
it was more of a talk than a lecture, the
traveler enlivening his narrative by re-«
lating many interesting incidents alto-
gether outside of his chosen subject.
His story covered incidents of his visits
.to the unknown regions of the Ashango-
land, 1n the equatorial regions of Africa,
during the years 1857, 1858 and 1859,
He was the first white man who had
ever pepetrated the wilds of that coun-
try, and his experiences were ghrilling
and unique. He assured the uatives
that his purposes were peaceful” and
triendly, a1 ( by a liberal distribution of
beads, lo- ing glasses: and other gew-
gaws secured the goodigraces and friend-
ly co-operation of the wvarious tribes
with whom it was his lot to come in
contact. All regarded him as a super-
natural spirit, and treated him with the
greatest deference and respect. His
firearms and an electrio battery with
which he often shocked the natives con-
tributed much toward this delusion,
He was called the Spirit of the Moon,
and was believed to have almost su-
preme power for good or evil. His ex-
pert use of his rifle led to the belief that
he carried shunder and lightning in his
hands,

He gavean interesting account of his
reception on the west coast of Africa on
his first voyage. He went there after
wild beasts, strange birds and insects,
and it took considerable argument and
tact to eonvince the natives that he was
not a slave trader, They came out into
the ocean to meet him, They sat astride
canoes and propelled them skillfully
with only their hands as paddles. When
he landed he was received in great
state. The king wore a swallow-tail
coat, with one tail missing, and nothing
else ; the prime minister wore only a

plug hat and the queen’s attire vonsisted
of a red umbrella. His visit occasioned
& meeting in the “Talking House,”
which the lecturer said reminded him
strongly-of congress. The men were all
statesmen. They could talk for hours
without coming to the point. They
treated him with great  consideration,
however, and afforded him every facili-
ty in his researches, They passed laws
that he should not be molested, and that
the inhabitants of each country should
assist him in reaching the next beyond.
The lecturer gave a description of the
vast forests, extending from shore to
shore with their jungles, savage inhabi-
tants, suoh as tigers,leopards, elephants,
gorillas, monkeys, snakes, white ants,
etc. These seemingly impenetrable
wilds, he said, were intersected with in-
numerable paths, known only to the
natives. It was possible to go through
the forest in any direction—that is, pro-
vided you had a guide, but not other-
wise, During his visic he could- not
enter a village in the day on account of
the heat, In the open the thermometer
averaged 125 degrees Fahrenheit; in
the forests it ranged 88 and 90 de-
grees, Therefore he remained in the
forests. He had suffered the pangs of
stdrvation in his trip through the
forests. He had eaten what the monkeys
ate—nuts and beiries—and at one time,
not finding even these, he had eaten
monkeys.

The curse of the country, he said, is
human sacrifice, Very few of the peo-
Ple are allowed to die a natural death.
They- are killed off according to cere-
mony. All events are celebrated by the
taking of human life. A man can have
any number of wives and is never too
old to marry. ' The older they are, how~
ever, the younger the wives they select,
He had seen men over 90 years of age
get married. During his sojourn in
Africa he was regarded as a great catch
and each tribe he visited endeavored to
persuade him to marry one of their
uumber. At one time he was offered
850 wives in a bunch and he only escaped
their acceptance by the rarest good luck.
Altogether during his three years’ so-
journ in Africa he had been offered
22,000 wives, a record, he was confident,
that had not been beaten in the history
of the world, Most of the lecture was
devoted to an account of his experience
with the cannjbals and dwerfs dwelling
in the wild interior of Africa. The can-
nibals were desoribed as giants living in
villages, the |principal ornameats of
which were skiulls of the victims they
had devoured; The African pygmies,
averaging four feet in height, were de-
scribed as the jowest type of humanity,
The cannibals!do not bury their dead.
They eat them, preserving only the
skulls, The Pygmios live in bhuts like
beehives, and never remain anywhere
more than two weeks at a time,"und do
no labor whatqver, not even plauting.
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SUMMER BEVERAGES

Several Excellent Substitutes for the Old
Favorite Lemonade, i

The inevitable lemonade with - which
kind hostesses refresh their summer |
evening callers becomes a little mouoto~ |
nous about the third week in June. Then |
it is that the modern woman longs for /
either her grandmother’s rules for cors !
dials or a bartender’s facility in concoct- '
ing cooling beverzges. Here are a few |
hints, which, while they will uot put her '
on a par with either of these powers, will
at least vary the tediousness of everlast- |
ing lemonade: !

Claret Cup—One quart bottle of claret,
one bottle of soda water, one lemon cut
very thin, four tablespoonfuls of pow-
dered sugar, quarter of a teaspoon of
grated nutmeg,oneliquor glassof brandy,
one wine-glads of sherry wine. Half an
hour before it is to be used put ina large
"iﬁ' of ice, 8o that it may be perfectly
cold.

Orangeade—Squeeze the juice of six
China oranges and three Seville
‘oranges, boil the peel of the Seville
oranges in half a pint of Wwater for half
an hour and add it to the juice, with
eight ounces of fine sugar ; then pour
over this a quart of boiling water; cov-
er and let the liquid stand to cool ; then
run it through a jelly bag and ice it if
you choose. »

Marasching Orangeade—A method
that requires less time and can be used
without cooking is notso rich,bat lighter,
and always liked. Take half a dozen
juicy oranges and squeeze out all the
Jjuice possible. Rub a dozen large juicy
strawberries through a fine sieve. Adda
bottle of apollinaris water and sugar to
taste. Slice an orange and put it inte
the orangeade, with a few strawberries
to float on each glass. Add a tablespoons+
ful of Maraschino to each glass,—New
York World.
