UAPT. ROBERTSON TELLS OF
WRECK

Says 1t Was Wox:s_t— of His Lake Bail-
ing Experience.

Port Arthur, Dec. 12,—Capt. Robert-
son and a number of the passengers and
crew of tne ill-fated steamer Monarch,
are still in town, and now nearly recover-
ed from the effects of their most trying
experience,

aptain Robertson says that after
jeaving Port Arthur harbor the log was
put on. This was carefully watched at
Thunder cape. Some 13 miles out  from
this port the log was examined and
found to be correct. When nearing
Passage island lighthouse' two flashes of
the light were seen, although it was
snowirg heavily, The light then be-
cime invisible and he was running with
his compass and log. A strong gale was
blowing from the north. Un again ex-
amining the log only ten miles was
registered from Thunder Cape, which he
knew from experience was incorrect.
The lcg had become frozen. He altered
his course ome point north to counter-
balance the force of the wind, which he
knew would drift the boat slightly from
her course,
This evidently was not enough, for
even with these é)recautions carefully con-
sidered sh;a h; drifted in the narrow
passage of the jutting rocks on the
shores of Isle Royale, %he now lieson a
