WHEREAS, it is desirable to construct a fvet
rified tile drain in the north part of the Village
to take the place of the open drain which now
passes through part of that portion of the
Village and for the purpose of paying for the same
and paying expenses incurred in conuection
with the open drain, it is necessary to raise the
sum of Five “housand Dollars,

AND WHEREAS, for the purposes aforesaid,
the Council of the Village of Watford require to
raise said sum of Five Thousand Dollars and
intend by this By-law to create a debt on the
said Corporation of Five Thousand Dollars with
interest at the rate of six per cent, per annum
by the issue of debentures to the extent of Five
Thousand Dollars with coupons attached thereto
for the payment of interest

AND WHEREAS it is desirable and the
Municipal Council of the said Village have deter-
mined to issue the said debentures at one time
and to make the principal of said debt to be
payable by yearly sums during the period of
Twenty years during the currency of said de-

Dear Mr. Editor:

Thanks for the privilege of appcals
ing through your colu 5 on behalf of
the Hospital for Sick Children. The
Hospital takes care of sick and de-
formed children, not only in Toronto,
but in the Province, outside of the city,

This coming year, of all the years
in the Hospital's history, has a more
serious outlook, as regards funds for
maintenance, than any year that has
passed its calendar,

So many calls are being made on the
purses of the generous people of To-
ronto and Ontario, to help the soldiers
of the Empire, that as I make my
daily rounds through the wards of the
Hospital, and see the suffering chil-
dren in our cots and beds, the thought
strikes me as to whether the people
will as of old, with all the demands
made upon them, answer our appeal
and help to maintain the institution
that is fighting in the never-ending
battle with disease and death, in its
endeavor to save the stricken little
ones in the child-life of Ontario.

Last year there were 394 in-patients
from 210 places outside of Toronto,
and in the past twenty years there
have been 7,000 from places in the
Province other than Toronto.

It costs us $2.34 per patient per day
for maintenance. The municipalities
pay for patients $1 per patient per
day; the Governmeny, allows 20 cents
per patient per day; so, deducting
$1.20 from $2.34, it leaves the Hospital
with $1.14 to pay out of subscriptions
it receives from the people of Toronto
and the Province. The shortage last
year ran to $18,000.

Since 1880 about 1,000 cases of club
feet, bow legs and knock kiees have
been treated, and of these 900 had
perfect correction. Nearly all these
were from different parts of the Pro-
vince outside of the city of Toronto.
