Sores Flee Before It.—There are

THE GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY
PASSES

The Grand Trunk Railway has
ceased to exist, having been absorbed
by the Canada National Railway,
and will now be known as the Cen-
tral Division of the National road.
The first part of the line built was
that known as the St. Lawrence &
Atlantic. Construction was pushed
easterly from Montreal to meet a
line that was being built from Port-
land, Maine, toward the St. Law-
rence. The road was™ completed
across Quebec to the boundary by
July, 1853, -but it was November,
1859, before the plans of the pro-
motors were completed and the
Grand Trunk main line was opened
from Montreal through Toronto to
Sarnia by the despatch of the first
train from Portland providing ser-
vice for Detroit and Chicago.

The Grand Trunk ran trains from
the Atlantic as far west as Toronto
by October, 1856, and thereafter the
water route to Canada West by lake
vessels and the old Welland Canal
declined greatly in importance, and
the stage-coach lines along the north
shore of Lake Ontario were aban-
doned for through traffic.

The Grand Trunk has lost its name
and identity, but as the big end of
the Canadian National Railways in
Ontario is should play = greater part
than ever in the development of the
province.

TURKEY AND THE
PRICE OF TEA

The recent political disturbances
in Turkey caused great uneasiness
in tea circles the world over, in view
of the possible serious developments
in India,—the greatest tea producing
country. India has a great Moslem
population, which looks wupon the
Sultan of Turkey as the spiritual
head of their religion, and therefore
were opposed to British policy to-
wards Turkey. In view of the ser-
ious ~disorders which might occur,
and the uncertainity of the situation
generally, tea prices have risen to
the highest 1levels ever reached.
Combined with this, it is estimated
there will be an 80,000,000 1b.
shortage in production this year.
Everywhere higher prices are looked
for, as conditions are far from satis-
factory in the tea trade as yet.
