Dr. Nelson commonly paid bis morning visit at

about nine o'clock, and after he was gone, the offico

of the Virgin Mary vas performed, which occupi-
ed a long time, and consisted of many prayers, &c.,
attended with various and tiresome postures, which

often quiteeiexhausted my strength. We would

have to sit, and, kneel, bend, &c., till, atthe close,

I have been obliged to throw myself upon the floor

from extreme fatigue. After the conclusion of the

office, the sick nuns wcre supplied with their lun-

cheon.
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
