SorrsLe Grass Svar. .~At & recont mecting in Berlin of the Association for Promoting Indus-
trial Arts in Prussia, 1. Wichgraf reported the results of o trial that had heen made with the
silicate of soda (soluble glass) as a substitute for soap in washing clothes at the prison of Span-
dau. At this place 5,936 articles of clothing are washed every week. The cost of xoaking
these with soap amounted fo about S35 94, but with the silicate only 31 76. The linen is firat
steeped for twenty fonr hours in & mixture of one pound of the silicate of soda to ten galtons of
water, *hen it is washed with common soap suds rinsed in clean water and dried, The steeping
of linen clothes in an alkaline or soap solution prior to washing in the usual manner aflords
time for the greaze and dirt in them to unite with the alkali or soap, they therefore require bu.
little rubbing and Iabor afterwards. Clothes treated in th's manner invol. e less Jabor in wash-
ing than by the old method, without steeping. A great number of persons in our cou.iry nur-
sue this system ; still it is not a universal practice.

Brrressink-Mink Creav - C. R. D., in the Okis Cullivator, recommends to place Builer-
milk when taken from the churn over a slow five until it scald«.  Remove it from the fire and
let it setile ; pour off the whey and the remainder will e nearly eqaal to butwer for mixing pur-
poses.  For winter use put it away in a cask or jar, with now and then a handful of salt as you
add more milk.

ArrLe Cestarp.—Talke half a dozen very tart apples and remove the skin and cores.  Cook
them until they begin to be suft, in half a teacup of waler. Then put them in o pudding-dish
and sugar them.  Then beat eight egas with four spoonfuls of sugar, mix it with three pints of
milk ; pour it over the apples and bake for half an hour.

Varvanie LINiMeNT. - As for lin ments, the best I know of for horses or human heings, for
sprains, rwellings, slight, consequent on blows, &e.,) in horses, and sore throats and rheuna-
tism in horse-masters, is as follows : - Equil parts of hartshorn, (aqua ammenia,) oil origanum,
olive oil, gnm camphor, laudanum and spirits turpentine—all of best quality—to which add
three parts good soft-soap. I have used this for several years.—Cor. Country tient.

Cune: ror Toort Acur.—If the tooth be hollow, get a small bit of lintTor linen, and put a
little flour of sulphur into it, soak it in the lint, which wet with spirits of turpentine; put it
into the hollow tooth ; it gives instaat relief.

.. ReMuDpY For Rukrymatism.—Get o small quantity of mustard, well mixed with vinegar, spread
it on & linen cloth. and cover the mustard plaster with another piece of linen; eew it neatly
rourd, and apply it to the part afiected, and leave it on till it begins to blister.

PraNTs THAT MAY BE RAtsED 1y Hor-BEns.—The time is near at hand when hot-beds should be
built, some having already commenced, for the raising ¢f the various salads. North of New
Yo k the first of March is quite early enough, with proper care, to raise the various kinds of
plant- required for the kitchen garden. Of these may be nofed cauliflower, brocoli, cabbage,
tomatoes, lettuce, peppers, cgg-plants, and okra, (those that like it.) A ihree-light frame will
hold cnough for a small family — oce light of cabbage another of brocoli, cauliflowcr and toma-
tocs 5 the other, the remaining sorts required.  Those who require extra early nd strong toma-
toes, will find it best to have a frame later in the seazon built up for transplanting the toma.oes
into. This encourages fibrous roots and fine stocky growth, which is increased according to the
numnber of times transplanted.  Left till all danger of frost is over, before planting in the oprn
gronnd. they scarcely receive a check, and commnence early to mature 1 vit.  Always give the
tcmato crop sandy soil if attainable. A few seeds of the various kinds of the cucnmnber family,
may also be sown in a bot bed, (best if in pots,) which are to be planted out after waim  weath-
er, and which will come into vearivg a few weeks ahead of thore sown in the open grouud.
‘The end ol April 2 small sowing of zelery will be in season for first crop. Never, however,
s0Ww the main crop e rly, as they are far more likely to run up to seed or « pipe.”

Suarn Pox Axp Vacersatrox.—Hall’s Journal of Iealth has the following : —<From extend-
cd and close observation, the following general deductions seem to be warranted : —First, Infan-
tile vaccination is an almost perfect safeguard until the fourtcenth year. Sccond, At the be-
ginning of fourteen the system gradually loses its capability of resistance, until about twenty-
one, when many persons become liable to small pox as if they had not been vaecinated. Tbird,
This liability remains in full force until about forty-two, when the susceptibility begins o de-
cline. and contiuues for seven years to grow less aud less, becoming extinet at about fifty—a
peried of life when the general vevolution of the hody begins to take place, during which the
system yields to decay, or takes a new lease of life tor two or three turms of seven years cach.
Fourth. The grand praciical use to be made of these statementsis! Let every youth be re-
vaccinated on catering fourteen ; let several attempts be made, so as to be certain of safety.
As the malady is more likely to prevail inlarge cities during he winter, special atientica is in-
vited to the subject at this time.”
