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reform. The business community is optimistic but there i's a realization
of this as a honeymoon period, and actions have to be .achieved as
well as just talked about.

In terms of threats, there are rising labour and social costs in
Indonesia which are not bemng matched by rising productivity, which
is putting Indonesiaat a competitive disadvantage compared to some
of its global competitors who are more productive and perhaps more
inviting in terms of their mnvestment policies. There are 40 mnilion
underemploved or unemploved in Indonesia. and this iq a noftenfi il
