A Bill intituled: “An Act respecting Bills of
Exchange and Promissory Notes”, was read a
third time and passed.

PROVINCE OF MANITOBA

Hon. Sir John A. Macdonald moved the
second reading of the Bill intituled: “An Act to
amend and continue the Act 32 and 33 Victoria,
chapter 3; and to establish and provide for the
Government of the Province of Manitoba.”

Mr. Mackenzie said it was evident that if the
hon. Minister of Justice proceeded with the
second reading of the Bill there would be a
debate on it. He had not read the Bill yet
himself, and he ventured to say that not half a
dozen members in the House had read it. They
were, therefore, unprepared to discuss it that
night. He confessed frankly that he was not
ready to enter into a debate on the subject till
he had read the Bill.

Hon. Sir John A. Macdonald said he was
about to preface his remarks by saying that as
the Bill had not been more than an hour in the
hands of the members he did not wish to press
a discussion. He merely desired to bring it up
for the purpose of stating very shortly in what
respects the measure now in the hands of the
